adjoining the lands of the said Prairie de la Magdelaine, which enable them notonly

* to hold back’ the Iroquois, but also ‘to augment their number and propagate more

"Therefore, desirous of contributing to the conversion and instruction of the said
Iroquois and to act favourably iowards’ the said Petitioners, We have given
