The Canadian people are united 

in their desire to perpetuate, in the days of peace, the 

equal and fruitful partnership between our two nations 

which is unique in international relationships. It is 

our earnest hope that the bounds of our mutual friendship 

and co-operation, in peace as in war, may be extended to 

embrace all the free nations of the world.
