
CANCELLED POSTAGE STAMPS

The work of Caueelled Postage Stainpe, though appar­
ently a very humble one, is in fact a aource of a great deal of 
good in our Missions, for the ransom of slaves.

So, Dear Readers, if you can collect any contiderable quan­
tity of cancelled stamps, eend them to us; we shall derive a 
valuable protit from them and shall be most grateful to you.

The Post forwards them at the rate of one cent per 
ounce.

Larger quantities should be sent by EXPRESS or FREIGHT.

In order to reduce the cost of the transmission, our good friends, if they 
spare time enough, should have them cleanly stripped from all 

paper by means of cold water, and dried.
We get off the paper in the followidg easy way :
At night we put the stamps to be cleaned — say 50 thousand — 

pail of cold water.
The next morning we take them out, put them in a corner by little 

heaps, and let them dry for two or three days.
When all is perfectly dry we blow the stamps off the paper without 

the least trouble and without tearing them at all.
We should be even more obliged if the stamps were packed up in littte 

packets of one hundred, each packet containing but one kind of stamps. 
Packets of less or more than one hundred should exactly indicate the 
number underneath. Stamps too much soiled or torn are of no
