ing of the British Cabinet.

As Mr. Justice Bruneau pointed out in his
judgment, if the Controllers had decreed that
the press of the City had not the right to pub-
lish the discussion or discuss the acts of the
Board of Control, or those of the Council, no
British Court (unless by the authority of spe-
cial legislation such as recently passed in Eng-
land) would hesitate a minute to declare such
a resolution illegal as being an infringement
of the liberty of the press.
