Catholic*Mission
Taichowtu, China, Nov 185, 1917,

My dear Friende.—Acoept my
heartfelt thanks for the many sacri-
fices you made during this year in
sending me alme to keep my mission
from bankruptcy. May Our Lord
reward you generously and grant all
your intentions !

Last eaturday I set out for Da Zie
to celebrate the Sunday and also
inspect a lot I recently bought for
the erection of a church,

On arriving in the afternoon after
& twenty miles journey I was sorry
to hear that one of the Catholics of
the town had died early that very
morning without the Sacraments
“but,” they added " strange to eay,
he is still warm.” I hastened to his
bedeide and gave him conditional
absolution and when my mission
box arrived an hour later he being
still warm though the day was very
cold I administered extreme unction.
His eyes whish were glazad and open
up till then slowly closed and the
body gradually became cold. They
then told ms the whole sfory. The
poor man hed lain fitty days on his
bed of sickness, always desiring the
priest, but being very poor and the
other inmates of his home pagans,
like the man in the Gospel who had
no man to place him in the pool
after the moving of the waters, had
no means of sending for him, How
earnestly he prayed for the priest's
coming! He would spend hours re-
peating the only prayers he knew.
His pagan daughter asked him what
he was murmuring and he answered :
“I am too weak to explain. I am
saying the Lord's prayer.” Friday,
the day before his death, ghe gave
him some soup but calling to mind
the precept of abstinence he spat it
out and ordered her to rinse hisg
mouth several times. He heard that
the priest was to come the next day
and was overjeyed, but he eaid: “I
am afraid I cannot Iast till then and I
will be lost, dying without the sacra-
ments. Be sure and clean up the
house for the priest's visit. Any old
rage will do for my inner garments
but let my outer clothes be neat, ag
I am going into the presence of my
Father and be sure to place my
crucifix and other articles of devo-
tion in my coffin for fear they should
fall into the hands of pagans and he
desecrated.” At midnight he died to
all appearances but coming to again
he said: ‘The King of Heaven told
me to go back, that I ocould not
enter.” (It was the first time I
heard of a Christian calling God by
that name. They call Him Lord of
Heaven.) Towards dawn he again
went into an agony, died snd became
cold, but on my arrival warmed
again which, as I said above, induced
me to administer the last sacra
ments. I flrmly believe Our Lord

heard his prayer and did not allow |

his soul to depart until purified. He

was a good man and very faithfal to |
the church ever since his convergion |

from paganism a few years ago, He
never missed Mass or Communion
when the priest came to his town,

always came to Taichowfu for the |

big feasts and on ordinary Sundays

recited the prayers in common with |
the other Christians in the rented |

lofts which we call a chapel. May
he rest in peace.

OUR BEGINNING AND
END

inss
(Rev, B. X, O’'REILLY)

Some forty years ago Thomas
Henry Huxley the English biologist,
completed his theory of human life,
The ssientifie werld accepted it as
the last lesson and has singe worked
on his thought that the whole uni.
verse is a great big machine running
with absolute regularity, producing
fixed types but weorking without the
hand of any engineer. From the
professor of natural history in Aber-
deen University -comes n volume
which completely upsets the general-
ly acocepted theory of Huxley. The
professor shows it to be groundless
hypothesis unsupported by facts and
wholly inadequate to explain the laws
of the universe or the secret of hu.
man life.

Belief “in God the Creator of
heaven and earth” is the basis of
all religious and theological truth,
It underlies all the other truth con-
cerning God, The proposition that
God is the absolute primary source
of all other reality, in itself though
not in the order of our attainment,
is also the firat philosophieal truth.
The Fourth Laternal Counoil defined
that “Ged ia the sols principle of all
things visible and invisible, the
Creator of all.” This dectrine is
plainly taught in the Holy Seripture,
In Issing we read, “I am the Lord
that makes all things and there is
none with Me.” That the universe
was created out of nothing is not 80

specifically and explicitly stated in
the Bible, but the teaching on God
and the relation of the universe fo
Him unmistakably affirms creation.
It He is the “beginning and the end
of all thinge,” if as Saint Paul says
all things else are from Him and by
Him and in Him, if He is, as the
Psalmist tells ue, the absolute and
independent Sovereign, it is quite
obvious that God is the Oreator of
all things efinite. We read in Gene-
#is that “In the beginning God creat-
ed heaven and earth, Some have
tried to read into the word created
a different meaning from that of the
Church. The common opinion of
all Biblical scholars is that the
peculiar verb used in the text mugt
mean that God brought the universe
into being out of nothing and not
out of a formless matter that ig
eternal. The Father and Doctors of
the Church throughout all the ages
of Christianity have explicitly taught
this idea of the creation of the uni-
verée. It is true that there are a
few ambiguoue expressions in the
works of Origen and Tertullian, but
they are more than overbalanced by
other unmistakable declarations of
these same writers,

From a purely rational view there |

is no other way to adequately solve
the existence of the universe save by

an act of creation. The materialist |
would have that thematterof whichthe |

universe composed is gelt existing,
What is gelf existing must be essen
tially necessary, immutable and in-
finite. The matter of which the
world is made is not necessary.
There is no intrinsic reason for its
existence. It fis deflnitely deter

mined i‘n extension and space. It ig [
not immutable for we oan gee |

changes in it on all gides. It de-

pends upon the natural forces and |

therefore -not absolute ag a self-
existent being must be. There can
be no question that it ig flnite be-
cause we ourselves can limit itg

extension. If the natural forces |

were infinite there could be no
change.

These scientists have argued back
by a process of evolution to the
original atom. When they reach
that atom they cannot explain

whence it came. If i was eternally |

active it would be older than geolo-
gists themselves claim. If this atom
was not endowed with an eternal
activity by what process or power
did it become active ? It must have
becoms active either by some power
that was in iteelf or Some power
that existed before it. It the power
of motion was intrinsio the scientist
does not explain how these different
elements bacame separated into their

various species in kind and number, |

To say that the original atom was
started in motion by some external
cause means that there is a God.

To put the whole question in a

that started it in motion towards |
the process of evolution ; he must |

order that we find in the formation
of the earth, he cannot attribute it
to chance ; he must explain by what

process these atoms assembled in |

the present particular order and not
in some other order.

When we say that God created all
things we do not deny that there
may have been n process of evolu-
tion. It is not claimed that the

Catholic Biblical echolars are allowed
the widest liberty in interpreting the
meaning of the “ gix days.,” The one
point is that God is “ the Creator of
heaven and earth.” Many doctors
of the Church following, the teaching

of Saint Augustine, hold that the six |

days gignify nothing more than a
succession in the order in which the
creative works were manifested to
the angels. The eminent exegete

Knabenbauer shows that * there is |
an evoluticn which is in perfect |

agreement with the Christian con-
ception of the universge.”

The question resolves itself into
the following few facts. From the
Bible, the constant belief of the
Jewish people, the universal testi-
mony of the Fathers of the Christian
Church, backed up by the argument
from pure reasong, we must believe
that the universe wag brought into
existence by some Eternal Creative
power. Against that we find the un-
supported hypotheses of a compara-
tively few scientists. Those who do
not believe in the creation of the
universe have not established their
proposifion. At most they have
raised difficult objections but all of
them have been satisfactorily an.
ewered. The fault of goience during
the past century was that it at-
tempted to explain the universe with-
out taking God in its caloulations.
It analyeed down to the atom but it
was forced to admit that it could
not explain the atom. It dissected
and analysed the human body down
to its very elements, but it could
not construct from thege elements
aliving, thinking man. The scien-
tists of today, more honest than
those of the last century, admit that
an atfempt to explain the universe
without God was a failure. It was
built on hypotheses without a shred
of fact to support them,
