plsts erudite with the Beuedlctine, theo-
logians and preachers with the Dowmini
cuans and Franclecans, educators for all
claskes, and 1mi:slonaries to tre heathen or
the lukewarm Chrlst{ans who have hardly
a name to live, There 1s no Christieu
work—no work elther for God or human
ity, for religion or clvll zation—
to which they are not free to turn their
band.
