BRITISH COLUMBIA COPPER COMPANY.

The British Columbia Copper Company is in good condition, ac-
cording to late returns. There is in the treasury $250 000, whxch
includes amount due for copper delivered.

The British Columbia, Copper Company has ores running high
in both gold and silver, particularly the former, from which there
is a standard income of $20 an ounce. This ore comes largely
from the Jack Pot, the company’s new shipper in Wellington
camp. This has enabled the company to produce its copper and
lay it down in New York ready for sale—notwithstanding the
railroad haul across the continent—in the neighbourhood of seven
cents a pound, a record which many producers of the continent
have not yet attained.

Now that one of the furnaces at the company’s reduction works
has been enlarged the smelter has increased and will be able to
treat about 2,000 tons of ore daily.

The eompany’s August operations resulted in a net revenue of
$32,500. These profits compare with $11,918 in July and $7,121
in June. After crediting gold and silver values it cost the com-
pany 7.7 cents a pound to produce its copper in August, with only
two furnaces in operation.
