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Among the various {ubje@s which will occupy you in the courfe of this Sefficn, T have it
is Command from His Royal Highnefs the Prince Regent, to call your attention to the ftate
of the Militia of this Province ; with the view of adopting {uch meafures as may place that
Eftablilhment on a more eﬂiment footing.

I recommend to -your early confideration, the ftate of the Agncu!ture of the Province,
and of the Fifheries on the Coaft :—Thefe are fources of profperity of the htgheﬂ impor-
_tance to:this Country ; they are capable of greatimprovement,.and the.prefent times of fet-
tled tranquility in the Political World, are peculiarly favourable to the advancement of a
fyflem tending to animate, encourage, and dired, that induftrious difpofition which prevails
in all parts of che Province.

[ alfo recommend to your further consideration, the. Law.which.was pafledin 1816, to
regu! ite the export of Gypfum' and, if experience has fhewn that there are material defe@s
in it, I have no doubt you will think proper to remove them.

B, Speaker and Gentlemen of the Assembly

I have ordered the Public Accounts to be fubmitted to your infpeftion. Nearly the whole
of your liberal Grants of the Jaft Seffion have been applied to the purpofes for which they
were made : I truft the Expenditure will be found to .have been Jjudicious ; and that -the
Province will experience the beneficial effeds of it.

Baving caule toapprehend confiderable dimunition in the Revenue this year, -our views
in the Appropriation for the Public ‘Service, muft, neceffarily,be reftricted.

Mr. President, and Gentlemen of His Majesty’s Council,
M. Speaker, and Gentlemen of .the Assembly,

I have no doubt that your fpecial attention will Rill be dxre&ed to the improvement of
the Roads throughout the Province 5 2and I-feel a confident hope, that the unanimity which
has hitherto fo happily prevailed in your Legiflative Proceedings, will continue to facilitate
the difpatch of Bufinefs ; and enable me, at ao early period, to releale you from your at.
tendance. -On.my part, youwillfind an anxious defire to co.operate with -you in every
‘meafure which may promote the profperity of the Province.
