duly transmitted to one of our Principal Secretaries of State, and was by him
received at our Department of State for the management of the affairs of
our Colonies, on the Fifteenth day of August next ensuing the passing there-
of, as by the Certificate under the hand and seal of the Right Honourable
the Lord John Russell, our Principal Secretary of State for managing the
affairs of our Colonies, doth fully appear. Now KNoW YE, that the said
Bill, entitled, "An Act to incorporate certain persons under the style and
title of the College of Physicians and Surgeons of Upper Canada," having
been laid before Us, in our Privy Council, We have thought fit, by our
Order in Council, bearing date at our Court at Windsor, the Ninth day of
December, One Thousand Eight Hundred and Thirty-nine, to declare our
Disallowance thereof. And We do hereby declare our Disallowance of the
said Bill, and that the same shall henceforth cease, determine, and be of
none effect; whereof all our loving Subjects whom it may concern, are to
take notice, and govern themselves accordingly.

In Testimony Whereof, We have caused these our Letters to be made
Patent, and the Great Seal of our said Province to be hereunto affixed.-
Witness our trusty and well beloved Sir George Arthur, K.C.H., Lieuten-
ant Governor of our said Province, and Major General Commanding our
Forces therein, at Toronto, this Twenty-ninth day of December, in the year
of our Lord One Thousand Eight Huildred and Forty, and in the Fourth
year of our Reign.

VICTORIA, By the Grace of God, of the United Kingdom of Great Britain

and Ireland, Queen, Defender of the Faith, &c., &c., &c.
To all to whom these Presents shall come.-Greeting:

WHEREAS, a Store-House situate on Yonge Street, in the City of Toronto,
in the Home District, in our Province of Upper Canada, usually occupied by
James M. Strange, Auctioneer, was broken open, on the night of the Twenty-
first day of this present month of December, and Forty Boxes of Tea were
stolen therefrom. Now KNOW YE, that a Reward of One Hundred Pounds,
of lawful Money of our said Province, will be paid to 'any person or persons
giving such information as will lead to the discovery and conviction of the
perpetrator or perpetrators of the above crime; and a Free Pardon will also
be granted to any Accomplice therein giving such information.
