the production of a new serial pic-
ture and the films -will be produced
there. Mr/ Brownridge-gave the cit-
izens to understand that a-full staff
of actors, actresses, and play direc-
tors! will be there in readiness ‘o
start operations on the new picture -
in the course of the next couple of
weeks, ““The World ' Shadow” pro-
duced in Trenton last year, has been
well recéived both on this and the
European /continent and the success
of their first Canadian picture has
resulted in the re-opening ' of the
Trenton studio.

Marmera Board of Health have
fixed the period \of May 1st to 15th
as the time during which all yards,
cellars: and out buildings must be
cleaned up and put in a sanitary con-
dition.

Chemical Products, Limited, is be-
ing' organized by Canadian capital-
ists, with a capital of $2,000,000 to
carry on the work of manufacturing
several lines formerly put out by
British Chemicals, Limited, at its
Trenton plant. These works are be-
ing taken over by the/new company.
The principal lines to be manufac-
tured are: Sulphuric acid, 38,160
tons; acid phosphate, 75,000 tons;
soda nitrate, 600 tons; salicylic acid,
456,000 pounds; aspirin, 1,080,000
pounds. * Of acid phosphate there is
estimated to be a world shortage of
no less than 15,000,000 tons. Some
idea of the ‘extent of the Canadian
market alone for the consumption of
chemicals and their various products
may be gathered from the fact that
the aggregate value of the imports
under this genéral classification last
year amounted to $88,000;600.
