¢ffort,  To the few who have doue so
wuch for the advancement of the in

dustry every credit is due  Through
the lack, however, of concerted uction
and co.operative measures on a large
scale amongst the breeders, the buasi.
ness has not progressed as rapidly as

and in their own Lowes, The germs
which, ordinarily, might be thrown
off, make the child their prey and hig
closer contact with his companions
renders him a source of Janger, Thle
after effects of these diseases of child-
ren are very serious and many a per-
80on goes through life with defective
hearing or disease of the kidoeys, or,
perhaps, a tendency to tuberculosis,
which could hove been avoided by
prompt andWroper treatment of the
divease in which it originated,
In any case of sore throat it is the
duty ol the parents to act promptly,
If inexperienced or unskilled them-
selves they should seek the advice of
some one who knows and every doubt
ful case should be treated as if it
were known to be scarlet lever or
diphtheria until the contrary s
proved.
