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Distressing Auto
Accident

On Saturday morning last news was
. telephoned to Wolfville from Gaspereau
that an auto accident had taken place
and that a man had been found dead
under the overturned car. A few minutes
later word came that the unfortunate
man was Mr. Fred H. Christie, who had
gone a little earlier to bring a relative to
the train, It appears that on reaching
the residence of Mr, Arch. Westeott Mr,
Christie had turned into the driveway
where there is considerable grade, and
backed out in order to head the car
homeward. In turning on the narfow
roadway he did not allow himself suf-
ficient room and the wheels falling gver
the bank caused the car to roll over the
bluff, making three complete turns before
landing on the soft earth thirty feet be-
W,

No one witnessed she accident which
oceurred exactly oppoeite and only a few
feet from Mr, Westcott's house, A man
passing shortly after saw the smashed
car at the bottom of the bank and seeing
no sign of anyboedy near it went to the
next house and reported, In company
with the occupant he returned to the spot
where they were joined by Mr, Westcott
and on further investigation found the
body of the unfortunate man lying under
the car, life being extinct, One leg and
one arm were fractured and there was a
slight cut on the side of the face.

The coroner, Df, Barss, held an in-
quest at 11 o'clock, the verdict being
in accordance with the facts, after which
the body was brought to Woodman &
Co's undertaking rooms and prepared for
buriel,

The deceased was in his 48th year and
was the oldest son of Mr, and Mrs,
Joseph Christie, of this town, He is sur-
vived by a widow and three daughters,
The sorrowing relatives have the pro-
found sympathy of the community gen
erally in their sad bereavement.

The funeral took place on Tuesday
afternoon and was one of the largest seen
in Wolfville for a’longstime. Rev, G, W
Miller, pastor of the Preshyterian church
congducted the service at the house, being
assisted by Rey, Mr. Layton, of Kent
