NOTHING BUT AN ARID WASTE.

Ne Parallel Ca 'ound for the
Drought l- llm West.

Cuicago, I, Aug. 1l.—In reviewing
the drought situation the Journal says to-
night : The outlook for the agriculturists
of llinois, Indiana, Jowa and the southern
portions of Michigan and Wisconsin is
gloomy in the extreme. Those naturally
splendid and fertile territories, undoubt-
edly including some of the finest and
largest granaries and food stores of the
North American continent, have for 14
months been subject to a visitation of
drought to which a parallel cannot be
found within the range of the oldest in-
habitant’s recollection.
During the past few weeks this state
of things has been intensified in the dis-
tricts mentioned, and much injury to
growing crops has resulted. So arid a
waste is there around Chicago that for
many nules in some directions not a
spear of grass is visible and in others
the existence of green vegetationis pain-
fully minute In many places the fields
are absolutely and hopelessly burned
out. The public parks are devastated
with dryness.
Grass lands have probably suffered
most. The destruction is not uniform,
though where crops were planted late in
the season the owners will probably not
realize the cost of planting.  Where the
seed was put into the ground early
enough a somewhat less disastrous result
may be hoped for. OF necessary food
for life stock, there will be an appalling
dearth, and thus the prices of milk,
meat, butter, checse and other farm
produce may be expected to rise to an
altogether unprecedented height. The
rainfall in the broad region extending
from Michigan to the Southwest, never
80 high as ou either side of that region,
has been abnormally low.

In Germany the government exercises
a rigid supervision over the education of
children. The teachers are trained, ex-
amined, appointed and paid by the gov-
ernment, are regarded as officers of the
governwent, are exempt from military
duty, and receive a pension when no
longer able to teach. No person is
appointed a teacher who is not in good
standing in & church, Lutheran, Jewish
or Catholic. The teachers' seminaries,
or normal schools, are of two grades, de-
signed for the training of teachers for
the lower primary schools of the rural
districts, and the burgher and other
higher schools of the cities. There are
separate schools for males and females.
