the Whole Labor Vots Polled 
1906 Went Over to the Unionist 
Candidate.

London, March 29.—The Union­
ists were victorious in the three-cor­
nered fight at Croydon to-day, Sir 
Robert Hermon-Hodge being elected 
by a straight majority of 3,062 over 
both his opponents. The vote was 
as follows : Sir R. Hermon-Hodge
(Unionist), 11.089; Mr. J. K .Raphael 
(Liberal), 8,041; Mr. Frank Smith (La 
bor), 886.

The election, which was rendered ne­
cessary by the death uf Mr. H. U. Ar­
nold-Foster, War Secretary in Mr. Bal­
four's Cabinet, drew out a considerably 
larger vote than in 1906, when Mr. Ar­
nold-Foster secured 8.248 votes; Mr. H. 
C. S .Somerset, the Liberal condidate, 
7.241 votes, and Mr. Sidney Stranks 
(Labor), 4.112 votes. The Unionist 
plurality at that time was only 638. 
The Liberals to-day polled exactly 800 
more votes than they did in the general 
election. It was the great landslide 
from tlie Labor ranks that gave the 
Unionist candidate his huge majority.
