First Aid to the Injured.
A Cut Artery.

1f the blood comes from the wound in
jets or spurts it means that an a- tery
has been severed.

If prompt measures are not taken,
the person will bleed to dcath in a few
minutes,

Knot a handkerchief ]omely around
near the part, between the wound and
the heart.

Put a stick, a pencil or anything of
the sort between thé skin and the hand-
kerchief, twist it around and tighten
the handkerchief until the blood ceases
to flow,

It must be held thus, without lessen-
ing the pressure. fo ra moment, until a
physician arrives,

If the cut is in a position where the
handkerchief cannot be used, press the
thumb down between the wound and
the heart, and keep it there,

Remember that the blood flows from
the heart out to the wound, and pres-
sure beyond that pomt will be entirely
useless,

In the ecase of veins, the flow of
blood is in the opposite direetion, and
can only be stopped by pressure below
the wound.

In all cases of serious cut a physician
should be summoned at once, and the
foregoing treatment kept up until he

Eclipse of the io; on June 3rd
and of Sun on June 17.

Washington, May 31.—Two interest-
ing spectacles in the astronomical world
will occur during the coming wmonth.
These events will be eclipses of the moon
and sun, the former on June 3 and the
latter on June 17.

The moon will rise totally eclipsed,
and its totality will last about an hour,
while the sun will only be in totality
near the north pole.

Of chief interest will be the Ilunar
eclipse, which will be visible over about
half the earth. Only a few white men,
namely, Commander Robert Peary and
his crew, who are now on an Arctie
expedition, and perhaps a few whalers
will have an opportunity of observing
at totality the eclipse of the sun. While
this eclipse’ will be visible in its partial
eclipse the region near the north pole
is the only part of the globe where it
will be seen as a total eclipse.

PLATINUM RISING.

World Threatened With Famine of
Valuable Metal.

The world is threatened with a plat-
inum famine, so despatches from Rus-
sia say. The price of this metal is ris-
ing rapidly.

Platinum is chiefly mined in the Ural
Mountains, and Russia supplies 95 per
cent. of the entire world’s production.
Never before has the output of the min-
eral sunk to so low a figure; in 1908
onyl about four tons 16 hundredweight
was mined. The produchon has been
falling off steadily since 1901, when it
amounted to 6 tons 5 hundredweight.

The reason for this shrinkage, says
the New York Sun, is net because the
platinum mines are becoming exhausted,
but because the owners have formed a
combination with the objeet of restrict-
ing the output and thus forcing the
pnu- up. For this same reason new
borings have not been made for a com
siderable time.

ARhough a scarcity of platinum would
not affect mduitry in general very
much, it i8 of grave importance to the
scientific world, and the hope is ex-
pressed by many scientists that plate
inum deposits may be discovered elss-
where, so that the production may ne
lununr remain dependent on the plans of
a small number of Russian mining mag-
nates.
