At the examination to-day before lb? 
Stipendiary Magistrate. Timothy Burrs 
and Joseph Blanchard were examined. 
They both testified that they were in 
Duimn’e shop while Mclnnieee were there.

Angelina Cudmore, recalled, deposed : 
Accused came to my Bister’s Wednesday 
evening. They remained till next morning, 
both of them, and we left at four o’eloek. 
They could not have gone down to the 
Cemetery Wednesday night.

Richabd Fly**—(sworn)—I was at the 
Cemetery with Mra. Watson on Thursday 
week morning. Left town at 10.30. We 
went to tell Callaghan to meet the train in 
the afternoon to get some trees we were 
to send out I did not go into the 
bouse then. In front of the house 
about three parte of garden were planted 
with potatoes, and one drill dug a 
line stretched along the drill. A whi 
barrow was there about half full of man­
ure, about the centre of the drill there waa 
a basket with a few potato rota in it. There 
was a fork and two spades—one was up 
ajrainst the fence, and the other waa left 
where he had been using it digging the 
drill. I went up end told Mra. Watson I 
could not find him, and I went into the 
yard and looked in at the kitchen window, 
(north). I went out again in the afternoon 
Saw no trace of Oallafpian. I went in the 
house into the kitchen. I noticed nothing 
particular; waa not in the other rooms. 
There were half blinde from the lower 
eaeh on each window. When I came ont 
the front garden was in the tame state ee 
in the rooming. That would be about 3.30 
p. m. Mr. Prowee was working in 
field. I remained until the train os 
along. 1 wro looking for Callaghan but 
ooalatoot find him. I loft my message for 
Callaghan with Mr. Prowee.
