gmer British Ambassador at Wash-
peton, and now chairman of a spe-
¢al Government Committee appoint-
o to investigate and report on “out-
nges alleged to have been committed
iy German troops during the present
gar,” has submitted the report of the

committee to Premier Asquith.

The document is considered as prob-
ably.the most severe arraignment thus
gr made of the German military
sweep across Belgium, mainly because
of the position of Viscount Bryce as
a historian, and also because of the
care with which the investigation was
made, the great number of witnesses
whose testimony was examined, and
the mass of evidence now submitted
with the report of the committee.

Associated with Lord Bryce on the
committee were Sir Frederick Pollock,
§ir Edward Clarke, Sir Alfred Hop-
kinson, H. A. L. Fisher, Vice-Chancel-
lor of the University of Sheffield, Har-
old Cox, and Kenelm E. Digby. The
committee was appointed by Premier
Asquith on January 22 last, and was
given broad instructions to investigate
“alleged outrages, the maltreatment of
civilians, and breaches of law and es-
tablished usages of war.”

The most important findings of the
wmmittee are summed up in the fol-
lowing conclusion at the close of the
repdft:

as our generation is now witnessing.”

The report makes an official docu-
ment of sixty-one printed pages, or
upward of 30,000 words, accompanied

by maps, showing the various routes |

of the army and the chief scenes of
desolation. It states at the outset that
1,200 witnesses have been examined,
the depositions being taken by exam-
iners of Tegal knowledge and experi-
ence, though without authority to ad-
minister an oath. The examiners were
instructed not to “lead” the witnesses,
and to seek to bring out the truth by
crogs-examination and otherwise. The
committee also submit extracts from
a number of diaries taken from the
German dead, chiefly German sol-
diers and in some cases officers.

The Murders at Liege.

Taking up the conditions at Liege,
Belgium, at the outset of the war, the
reports give a harrowing recital of oc-
currences at various points in the ‘de-
vastated territory. At Haerve on Aug.
4, the report says, “the murder of an
innocent fugitive civilian was a pre-
lude to the burning and pillage of the
town and of other villages in the
neighborhood; to the indiscriminate
shooting of civilians of both sexes and
to the organized military execution of
batches of seleated males. Thus some
fifty men escaping from burning
houses were seized, taken outside the
town and shot. At Molen, a hamlet
west of Haerve, forty men were shot.
In one household alone the father and
mother (names given) were shot, the
daughter died after being repeatedly
outraged, and the son was wounded.

Soumagne and Micheroux very
ians were summavrily shot.
>ld belonging to a man named
§ or 57 were put to death.
A German officer said: ‘You have
shot at us.” One of the villagers asked
to be allowed to speak, and said: °‘If
you think these people. fired, kill me,
but let them go.” The answer was
three volleys. The survivors were
bayonetted. Their corpses were seen
in the field that night by another wit-
ness. One at least had been mutilat-
cd. These were not the only victims
in Soumagne. The eye-witness of the
massacre saw, on his way home,
twenty bodies, one that of a young girl
of 13. Another witness saw 19 corpses
in 2 meadow.

“At Heure le Romain all the male
inhabitants, including some bedridden
old men, were imprisoned in church.
The burgomaster’s brother and the
priest were bayonetted.” The village
of Vise was completely destroyed.
Officers directed the incendiaries, who
worked methodically with benzine.
Antiques and china were removed from
the houses, before their destruction,
by officers, who guarded the plunder,
revolver in hand.

A Carnival of Debauchery.

“Entries in a German diary show
that on August 19, the German sol-

diers gave themselves up to debauch-
ery in the streets of Liege, and on the

night of the 20th a massacre took place}

in the streets Though the cause
of the massacre is in dispute, the re-
sults arec known with certainty. The
Rue des Pitteurs and houses in the
Place de Universite and the Quai des
Pecheurs were systematically fired
with benzine, and many inhabitants
were burned alive in their houses,
their efforts to escape being prevented
by rifle fire. Twenty people were shot,
while trying to escape. before the
eyes of one of the witnesses. The
Liege Fire Brigade turned out but was
not allowed to extinguish the fire. Its
carts, however, werée usefilly employ-
ed in removing heaps of civilian
corpses to the Town Hall.”

Taking up the Valleys of the Meuse

and Cambre, the report gives lengthy
details of terrible conditions describ-
ed by witnesses at Andenne, and says:

“About 400 people lost their lives in
this massacre, some on the banks of
the Meuse, wherae they were shot ac-
cording to orders given and some in
the cellars of houses where they had
taken refuge. Kight men belonging to
one family were murdered. Another
man was placed close to a machine
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gun which was fired through him. His
wife brought his body home on a
wheelbarrow. The Germans broke in-
to her house and ransacked it, and
piled up all the eatables in a-heap on
the floor and relieved themselves upon
it.

“A hair-dresser was murdered in his
kitchen where “he was sitting with a
child on each knee. A paralytic was
murdered in his garden. After this
came the general sack of the town.
Many of the inhabitants who escaped
the massacre were kept as prisoners
and compelled to clear the houses of
corpses and bury them in trenches.
These prisoners were subsequently
used as a shelter and protection for
a pontoon bridge which the Germans
‘had built across the river and were
so used to prevent the Belgian forts
from firing upon it.

Women and Children Slain.

Similar details are recited at much
length in reference to the districts
.of Namur, Charleroi and the town of
Dinant. . At the latter point, the re-
port says, “unarmed civiliang were
killed in masses. About 90 Dbodies
were seen lying on top of one another
in a grass square opposite the con-
vent. They included many relatives
of a witness whose depositions is giv-
en. It is stated that besides the 90
corpses referred to, 60 corpses of civ-
ilians were recovered from a hole in
the brewery yard and that 48 bodies
of women and children were found in
a garden. The town was systemati-
cally set on fire by hand grenades.

Vanderbilt Gave
Woman His
Liel-l;glt and Died.

London, May 10.—Two survivors of
the Lusitania disaster have given tes-
timony that Alfred G. Vanderbilt died
heroically; that he went to death tc
gave the life of a woman.

Thomas Slidel, a friend of Mr
Vanderbilt, who lives at the Knicker-
bocker Club at New York, und was
travelling with him, told of .the sac-
rifice. To-night = Norman Ratcliffe
who lives in Gillingham, Kent, and
was returning from Japaa, offered
verification. Mr. Ratcliffe was res-
cued after clinging to a box in the
gsea for three hours. With him was
a steward of the Lusitania.

WAS SEEN NO MORE.

“This steward,” Mr. Ratcliffe said,
“told me he had seen Mr. Vandcrbilt
on the Lusitania’s deck shortly aftetv
the ship was struck, with a life-
belt around his body. When the ship
gave every indication that it would
gink within a few minutes, the stew-
ard said; Mr. Vanderbilt took off his
lifebelt and gave it to a woman who
passed him on the decky; irembling
with fear of the fate she expected to
meet. The steward said -Mr. Van-
derbilt turned back as tliough to look
for another belt, and he saw him no
more.” A

An English passenger also said he
saw Alfred Gwynne Vanderbilt take
off his lifebelt and put if on a young
woman, and ‘a Yyoung ' Englishman
named Scott, who is among the mis-
sing, do the same thing.

“In neither case,” said this pas-
senger, “was there anythiag in the
way of heroics. The self-sacrifice
was made as a simple :atter - of
course.”

Norwegian Sealers
Back From Gulf.

The Norwegian steamers Njord and
Sampson, which prosecuted the seal-
fishery in the Gulf, have abandoned
the voyage, ‘having only secured
2,400 seal pelts all told. They land-
ed their catch at Seven Isiands where
the Sampson is now lying up, her
crew having been taken to North
Sydney on the Njord and paid off
there. The Nor gians, each carry-
ing a crew of sixty odd men, were
provisioned at Louisburg and cleared
for Gulf waters the latter part of
Febrt The crews of the Njord
and Sampson were paid $15 per month
and $5 per thousand seals, which
would give them from the time they
signed on in Louisburg last winter,
very near $50 a man, more than any
of our local sealers made with the
.exception of the Bonaventure's crew.

Determined t_o Enlist.

In the Daily News this morning
astory is tald of Constable Smith
whose wife was lost in the Lusitania
and who promptly resigned to enlist
in the 36th battalion. There is a
case here which in some respects
duplicates that story. A clerk in one
of our stores tried to enlist in the
First 'Contingent but -was turned
down for eyesight.
