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Britain and the "World.
A few years ago there was a dis­

cussion of the question why Britain 
Was unpopular. One notable contribu­
tion from the King of Belgium gave 
a* a chief point Britain's wonderful 
success in colonizing, which stirred the 
envy of continental nations. Of course, 
It would not do for us to lay the flat- ! 
tering unction to our souls that all the 
Ill-will manifested against Britain 
comes from that source. There are dis­
creditable things in British history. 
Her statesmen have made mistakes, 
snd her people have at times given 
Way to folly. We make no claim to 
perfection. But we do claim that as 
things go in this imperfect world, 
British rule will bear comparison with 
sny other that the world knows or has 
known. The present co-operation of 
her colonies and the manifestations of 
loyalty in India show the effect of this. 
It la not her own subjects or the 
"Weaker nations that are restive at this 
time. The ill feeling is manifested in 
three of the most powerful nations of 
the world, Russia, Germany and 
France.

The frothy demagogue in the United 
States, who prays that the price of 
crape may rise in London, does not 
count. If it was not that free people 
have found that it is wisest to let 
fools rave he and his dike would be 
muzaled in England and America. 
When we turn to the three continental 
nations and note the unofficial mani­
festations erf ill feeling—we say advis­
edly unofficial, because in some quar­
ters they have already been disclaim­
ed—it seems to us that jealousy has 
ae much to do with it as anything 
else. The Russians regard the British 
power as barring their way in several 
directions. Tlhe French Btjjl feel" irri­
tation over the Fashoda business, and 
while believing that their diplomat­
ists were largely to blame, by putting 
themselves in a false position, we can 
allow something for wounded pride, 
but there is surely something of the 
dog-in-the-manger policy when we re­
member what Great Britain has done 
in Egypt, which had to be done, and 
which they declined to do, and re­
fused to help in the doing.

These nations have no special love 
for the Boer. We do not think that it 
would fit any better to their schemes 
to have a strong Boer Republic in 
South Africa instead Of Britain. The 
French would not be any more com­
fortable in Madagascar with a Boer 
fleet at Delagoe, Bay. It is not so 
much sympathy with the ( Boers as 
jealousy of England that stirs the 
French mind. Then as to Germany, 
Britain is one at her best customers, 
and has always treated her fairly. 
The Government sees that it is in their 
Interest to be friendly with Britain, 
but the press delights in throwing 
stohes, and has exulted a little too 
prematurely, we believe, over the 
downfall of the British Empire. It 
would not be goad for Germany for 
the British Empire to fall, any more 
than it would be for Britain to have 
Germany crippled on the Continent.

The policy of nations is guided by 
responsible statesmen, and yet these 
wild ravings do harm and cause bit­
terness which rankles for a long time. 
It is a great blessing that these na­
tions, on account of conflicting interests 
and mutual jealousies, cannot act 
against Great Britain, but In a crisis 
like the present their unfair criticisms 
cause unrest and give rise to all kinds 
of rumors. We are prepared to ad­
mit that Britishers would be none the 
worse off if they had a little more tact 
and politeness, but we do not believe 
that any body of men hold faster to 
a jüst thing when once they see it. Crit­
ics say that the Briton may be brusque 
Iti his style, rude in his bearing to­
wards foreigners, but he is just. Well, 
justice is a great thing, and a thing 
the world needs more of. This the 
Britisher will have if possible, and he 
Is prepared to fight for it to the bitter 
end.

Tuberculosis.
Meat eaters and milk drinkers will 

take comfort from the results recent­
ly ascertained toy the investigation of 
scientists who have been considering 
the theory, hitherto pretty widely en­
tertained that bovine tuberculosis is 
communicable to human: beings
through the consumption of dairy pro­
ducts. Experiments in this regard 
have for several years been conducted 
by Dr. Theobald Smith, of Harvard 
University, who now declares that cer­
tain differences exist between bovine 
and human tubercle bacilli, and that so 
far he has not found the bacilli identi­
cal in any Instance.

Dr. Smith, it will be remembered, 
was one of the authorities1 consulted 
by the special investigating commit­
tee of the New York Assembly on bo­
vine tuberculosis, whose report took 
the back track in regard to the tuber­
culin test by recommending that here­
after the state “only force the con­
demnation, quarantine and slaughter 
of such animals o's are found to be 
tuberculous by physical examination, 
leaving the choice as to the use of 
■tuberculin with the dairyman. “Evi­
dence taken by the committee," to use 
further words of the report, “would 
indicate that very rarely, if ever, does 
a person contract tuberculosis from 
meat or milk of animals,” and this led 
naturally to the conclusion “that the 
state can better use its funds along the 
lines of educational wotk, rather than 
following the present policy of destroy­
ing all animals showing a reaction 
under the tuberculin test.”

An experienced veterinary surgeon 
pointed out to the committee that 
where cattle tuberculosis i& plentiful 
human tuberculosis is so rare as to 
have no relation to it. This is reas­
suring, but it does not afford an excuse 
for anyone not using every precaution 
against the saie of meat or milk ob­
tained from animals affected with this 
or any other disease. While there is 
less cause for alarm than seemed at 
one time to exist, there is every need 
of caution.

One brother of thi-s Olive Schreiner Is 
at present prime minister of Caf«e Cb€- 
ony. According to the view Vnat is 
most popularly held,he tried to sit upon 
the fence, talked about Cape Colony 
being neutral, and hindered reinforce­
ments being sent to Mufeking and 
Kimberley, -while he allowed ammuni­
tion to pass into the Orange Free 
State. As prime minister of an English 
colony, who owed his .position to Dutch 
influence, he was In a peculiar situa­
tion, and he did some things which will 
need explaining; but perhaps on the 
whole it was as well that he -was in of­
fice when the Boers Invaded Cape Col­
ony.

Another brother, Thebdore Schreiner, 
is strongly British in sentiment, and 
thinks that the Boers are going to re­
ceive a God-appointed punishment, for 
their many transgressions. Now still 
another Schreiner appears upon the 
scene, Mrs. Lewis, a sister of Olive 
Schreiner sends to the Methodist Times 
“A Message to the Christian People,” 
entitled “A War for Truthl and. 
Right.” She cannot understand hotw it 
is that “a considerable section of the 
Christian world of England, because of 
its tender sympathy with picsent suf­
fering and its yearning -after a pres­
ent peace, is being led by writers who 
have appealed only to .these senti­
ments, into an attitude with regard to 
this war which is out of harmony with 
the Divine purpose at this time.” She 
evidently has no scruples about pray­
ing to the Almighty for a blessing up­
on British arms because she is con­
vinced that .they are fighting for a 
jfist cause. She speaks with no uncer­
tain- sound, as the following statement 
shows: “In the name of the Lord Jesus 
and for his dear sake, I appeal to the 
Christian people of England -to sus­
pend the judgment they have been led 
to form on the question of the war, in 
which Great Britain Is now engaged. 
If ever there was a war for the Lord 
of Hosts, if ever there was a war for 
truth and right, for the putting down 
of oppression and wrong, for the de­
liverance of a people powerless to de­
liver themselves, whose wrongs have 
cried up to heaven until the Lord has 
come down to deliver them, this is that 
war.” •

She ascribes the wax to “the moving 
power of the omnipotent,” and gives 
only a small place to the grievances of 
the Uitlanders and the recent insult to 
British power and prestige. “Let no 
Christian heart think that the imme­
diate events which have led up to this 
war are the chief cause, why the life­
blood of the British Empire is being 
poured out today.

Ottawa, March 3.—The minister of 
militia haa laid on the table of the 
house a detailed statement of the cost 
of the two contingents in South Af­
rica. The total amount estimated as 
required is $1,359,653, but the govern­
ment is taking a vote for the round 
two millions in order to provide for 
unforeseen items. The pay list will 
be_ $59,647 24 for the first contingent; 
$85,835 10 for the Canadian Mounted 
Rifles, and $29,602 67 for the Royal 
Canadian Artillery, these two together 
forming the second contingent. The 
horses purchased cost $163,350. Trans­
portation by sea came to $557,221, and 
transportation to ports of embarka­
tion, $94,250. Separation allowances to 
wives of non-commissioned officers and 
men will total $12,000. The allowances 
to officers for outfits are: Forty-five 
officers, first contingent, at $125, totals 
$5,625; 60 officers, second contingent, at 
$150, totals $9,000; four nurses, second 
contingent,^ at $30, totals $120—making 
in all $14,745 -allowed to officers and 
nurses for outfit. The cost of clothing 
is: First contingent, $50,744, and second 
contingent, $286,077 ; rifles, revolvers 
ammunition, tents, etc., $54,294, first 
contingent; and $411,887 60 second con­
tingent. Sundry articles of equipment 
are put down at $50,000. This makes 
$1,699,653 61 required to fit out the two 
forces and keep them going to June 30, 
1900. A further amount of $160,000 is 
put d-own as sufficient to pay the bill 
until Dec. 31, 1900. These two amounts 
make up the grand total cf $1.859 - 
6oo 60.

OOL AYLMER DELIGHTED.
.i5:(>1L Ayl™er’ who in command of 
the Canadian militia, on heari-ng the 
news of the relief of Ladysmith, was 
delighted. When asked hi3 opinion of 
the effect of the relief, Col. Aylmer 
said: “I think now they will begin, to 
roll the Boers back into the Transvaal 
Buller will go on to Lal-ng’s Nek, u> 
less he goes over to assist Gatacre. 
Roberts will corral the Boers at 
Bloemfontein, and all will then com­
bine. Methuen will- be on the left 
Roberts in the center, and Buller on 
the right, and the British will have a 
base line extending from Kimberley to 
Durban. They will then- concentrate 
for an advance on Pretoria and Jo­
hannesburg. Plumer is coming down 
from the north, with a force, and 
Mafeking will be .relieved at once. The 
relief is a great achievement for Brit­
ish arms. Buller had almost insuper­
able obstacles in his way. The relief 
will have a great effect throughout 
the empire.”

BEHAVED SPLENDIDLY.
London, March 3.—The Evening Stan­

dard, in its account of the engagement 
in which the Royal Canadian Regiment 
participated previous to Gen. Cronje’s 
surrender on Tuesday morning, says: 
"The Canadians advanced a quarter of 
a mile in dead silence, then halted, the 
order being sent along the ranks by 
each man pressing the hand of his 
neighbor. They behaved splendidly, 
and combined steady gallantry with 
an implicit obedience to Orders." Pte. 
A. Parker, of the 68th King’s County 
Rifles, H company. Royal Canadian 
Regiment, was wounded at Paarde- 
berg.
