HOUSTON, Tex., April 1.—If George 

Cunningham continues to improve at 
his present rate and makes the regu­
lar berth that now seems almost as­
sured him, the Tigers will have, for 
the first time in more than a decade, 
a high-class spitball pitcher.

For some reason, the Jungaleers 
never have seemed able to sign up 
an exponent of tho moist delivery 
xvho could make the grade. There are 
only a few good ones extant, for that 
matter, and these few have eluded 
Manager Jennings and his predeces­
sors very successfully. From time to 
time, various athletes who claimed to 
be masters of the salivary stuff have 
been picked up, but after trials of 
various lengths, back to the bush have 
gone, one and all, as the poet would 
say.

Cunningham promises to break the 
spell and show Detroit fans that it 
is possible for a man to wear the 
Navln livery and still throw spitballs 
that will have something on them be­
side saliva. George’s main stock in 
trade is the damp one, though he has 
a fast ball, a curve and a change of 
pace with which to protect it. When 
his arm is right, the '’apple” takes 
the most baffling breaks imaginable, 
and the catchers are mighty glad 
when the last man is out and they 
can count up their fingers and 
thumbs and find all present and in 
working order.

Big, Strong Fellow.
The Chattanooga boy Is a big, 

strong fellow, who is well equipped 
physically to stand the strain of 
pitching the spitter. This delivery 
is reputed to tax a pitcher’s physique 
more than any other, and for a man 
to last any time and use It regularly, 
he has to have a strong arm and a

durable build. As Cunny weighs 
close to 190 pounds and is all good, 
hard muscle, he ought to be able to 
stand almost anything.

Last spring when this boy was taken 
south, he showed a good deal of stuff, 
but Jennings decided that he wasn’t 
ready, and sent him to the Southern 
League to learn the fine points of the 
pitching game, particularly the science 
of mixing up other things with his 
spitball, so that the batters wouldn’t 
always be able to guess what was 
coming. He Improved very fast with 
the Lookouts, and had one of the best 
records in the league. In addition to 
his effectiveness, he showed great 
durability, being about the hardest 
worker in the circuit. He played sev­
eral games In the outfield, too, and 
rendered good service with the bat.

Will Make Connie Sore.
If Cunningham turns out to be a 

star for the Tigers, Cornelius McCilli- 
cuddy Is going to be about the sorest 
manager in the world, for Connie had 
the first chance at him and passed 
him up cold. The Athletics were 
playing in Chicago one day two or 
three seasons ago when Cunningham 
Sen. took young George under his 
arm and boarded a train for the 
Windy City with a view of selling the 
youngster to the manager of the then 
great machine.

The parent evidently had plenty of 
confidence in his son’s ability or he 
never would have ridden all the way 
from the wilds of darkest Minnesota 
to display him. Mack looked the lad 
over carefully and then broke the 
news to the proud papa that sonny 
•wouldn't do. Dad swallowed his dis­
appointment as best he could and told 
Connie that he was making a mistake.

"I’ll be selling this boy to one ot 
your big league managers for a fancy 
price some of those days,” he said.

Leonard could not 
land the punch that would bring him 
the championship.

In the seventh round Leonard had 
the champion in a bad way. He shot 
three left jabs to his chin and a 
moment later landed a pair of right 
hooks on the same spot, shaking Welsh 
up badly. Leonard tried hard to set 
and break through the guard with the 
blow that would send Welsh to the 
canvass, but failed.
