Cases
this kind are uot rare, and every such
oase is » grievance, s peipable ivjustice,
whish demacds an immediste remedy
Then, as the suppiy ef taschers in
this Provincs s much in sdvanee of
the demasund, and as the agencies now
in‘active operation are likely to sdd large
1y %o this supply every year, how are old,
worn out teachers, between fitty acd sixly

years of age %o seewre employment’ If
forky yeacy' servies does not tell upon the
capscity of a teacher for work, them that
tescher has been singalarly gitted, both as

spects mental and phyriosl powsrs. Un
13ss among those who are sctive, diligint
students all their lives, hall & eontary witl
loave them as antiquated in manner as
they are fesble in body, anc in nsither one
view nor the other sre they likely te com-
pete succesafully with yourger and pechaps
mueh better qualified men.

Theee views were no doubt present te
the minds of the teschers assembled in
ecouvention in Pioton, Prince Edward, en
the 15%h of the present month, and we are
@lad to e that they have taken ferm in
resolutions to be forwarded to the Min
intar of Bduost! They aro im sub.
stance what the Waxz ¥ » has already
advooated on more thau one cccasion,
snd the varions teachers institutes, as they
meet, wonld aot wisely in taking anited
sotion on this subjcot. These rescistions
are st follows : —

1st. Thattwenty five years' servios in the
yrolession, or having remched the age of
fitty, should entitle a tessher to participate
in the superannustion fand.

2od. That the widows of all superarna-
nted tenchers should be entitled to no less
thaa three-fourths of the yearly allowance
granted to their hushands.

3rd. That 0o part.of the yearly subscrip
tions to the funds should be repaid to
teschers who retire from the profession be.
fore ten years' service.

4%h. That in oase a tax be imposed tor
eandidates for ocertificates, the money so
paid should go to supplement the superan-
nuation fand, and,

S%h. That a copy of these resolations be
forwarded ® the Hon. the Minister of Edn.
eation.

The first and second of these oan.
not be toc much ioetated om by all
the Oatario temchers, whether they
belopg %o the public or high schools
of the Provinee; the third is at least open
to dinu-ien,lhoﬂb there in really nothing

of injastioe in it, when properly considered.
I¢ must not be forgotten that the profession
is, in meny instances every year, used
simply a8 o stepping slone to semething
higher, at least in their estimasion, and
sarely that whioh furnishes them with the
mesns of gratifying their own ambition, is
worth paying four doliars & vesr for while,
they use it. Besides these parties are not
likely to be s sffolent and eonsclentiouns in
the dle“arge of their duties, as they who
tike up toaching as & permanent profession,
aud asthey are but birds of passage, and care
0t te make for themselves & mame in the
profession, their duties will, in most cases,
be psrformed in a perfanctory mauner,and
therefore their exclusion from the rasks
wou'd be mo lows to the ocountry mor
t1e profession.
