Gazette that the number of ’parliamentary 
veterans in England is rapidly decreasing, 
and it appears probable that Mr. Charles 
Villiers, who has represented Wolver­
hampton since 1836, will soon be added to 
the list.

But, to take only those chosen in 
1886, Sir Thomas Acland, first returned 
in 1837, and Sir Mathew Wilson in 1841, 
lost their seats in 1886; and Lord John 
Manners, who also entered Parliament 
in 1841, is now in the Lords as the Duke 
of Rutland, and Mr. Beresford Hope, his 
contemporary in joining the House of 
Commons, is dead; while Mr. Bright,who\ 
was earliest returned at a by-election 
to this same 1841 Parliament, has not 
been in the House this session, and is 
now invalided.

John Mount Langley sworn—My 
is John Mount Langley. I am deputy- 
sheriff, and under instructions received 
from Supt. of Provincial Police in March, 
1888,1 left in the steamer Spitfire in com­
pany with Supt.

We then boarded the 
boat again for Osborne Bay, following the 
course taken by the canoe as nearly as 
possible, the prisoner piloting while we 
looked out for rocks. At Osborne Bay 
we went ashore, the prisoner showing us 
the way to a house which he pointed out 
as the place where the two men were 
killed. 1 had never been there before. 
We got in the house through the back win­
dow. There were a lot of stains on the floor 
and hair. I found a couple of billheads there 
made out to Miller, which I took; there 
was a large fireplace in the front room, a 
stool and table close to the back window. 
The paper now shown to me marked “A” 
is a correct plan of the said house. At 
the spot marked “bullet-hole” I found a 
bullet-hole which could not have been made 
had the front door been open; the front 
door must have been shut, for had it 
been open it would have protected that 
spot. I also, in the same partition, found 

number of small shot and pieces of nail 
about oqe-eighth of an inch long. The 
prisoner said to me that Quamlet and Ko- 
Quatla had a rifle and a shot gun when 
they left the canoe to go up to the house; 
also that Quamlet had a skin with a knife 
in it and when Quamlet and Ko-Quatla re­
turned to the canoe, their hands and 
clothes were covered with blood. We 
left the house, the prisoner taking the 
lead, Johnny showing us what he said 

exactly the way Quamlet and Ko- 
Quatla returned to the canoe, which led us 
back over a fence to the beach by a 
different trail. The prisoner then piloted 
the boat through Huston passage, outside 
of Reed Islaud, saying the reason they

fatal Accident to a Horse.

The town of Roëlyn, W. T., was almost 

completely destroyed by fire on Sunday 
last, nothing being saved except the 
depot building and a few residences.

The Chinaman’s ways are peculiar, in 
nothing more so than in naming. Accord­
ing to the period of life he is in so is the 
name of a Chinaman, for he does not start 
away with a name from the beginning of 
his days and continue to bear it till the 
end thereof. At first the child bears the 
name of his father; but the distinguishing 
mark varies according to the Province. 
At Pekin, for example, the children of 
the same family are numbered, and, in 
describing Chang and his family, they 
would say “Old Chang,” “SecondChang,” 
“Third Chang,” etc. In Canton, the 
family name is followed by the affix Ah 
and an agnomen. For example, the two 
sons of Chang might be called Chang-ah- 
Boldand Chang-ah-Truthful ; and the two 
daughters, Chang-ah-Silveo and Chaug- 
ah-Modesty. In Fokien, the agnomen is 
simply repeated. Thus of Chang’s two 
sons, if the eldest be Chang-Honest, the 
second would be Chang-Honest-Honest 
nd so forth. When the Chinese child goes 

to school (as nearly all Chinese children 
do), it ceases to be known by its familiar 
name, being named afresh on its first ap­
pearance before the schoolmaster. Thus 
Second Chang might be called Quick Run­
ner, Bright Eye, Twinkling Star; and he 
is registered by the name thus fixed, and 
known by no other to his master and 
school-fellows. When the youth is en­
gaged to be married, a fresh name is 
given him, and from that time forth his 
marriage relations designate him by that 
name only. Again, when the youth 
presents himself at the public examina­
tion for an official post, he enters himself 
under a name of his own choice, and for 
all time to come that constitutes his official 
name. The names of Chinese manda­
rins, governors «nd officials generally 

* that appear in print are not the names by 
which these functionaries are known in 
private life—known to their marriage con­
nections, their own school-fellows, and 
their kith and kin. When a distinguished 
Chinaman dies, the names of his lifetime 
die with him, and he is thereafter spoken 
of and remembered by his posthumous 
name.

The Newcastle Mines.
A gentleman from Newcastle, W. T., 

said at Seattle on Monday : There is a 
growing feeling of dissatisfaction among 
the men at Newcastle. Those who re­
mained hoping to see the mine start up 
soon, now see no speedy prospect of that 
result, and those who are not employed 
by the contractors are beginning to find 
fault.

STEAMER RAINBOW, I
More Chinese Captured.

On Sunday afternoon Deputy Marshal 
Geer captured six Chinamen at Whatcom 
who had just crossed into American ter­
ritory from British Columbia. The 
Chinamen, upon being searched, were each 
found to be in possession of a properly 
certified certificate of leave of absence 
from the Dominion of Canada, entitling 
the bearer to leave and return at any 
time. The certificates were all or recent 
date, and were issued by the Customs 
officers at Vancouver. The Chinese are 
smart enough to know the value of these 
documents when attempting to cross tfte 
boundary line. Armed with a certificate, 
if caught, they are saved from an indef­
inite term of imprisonment on the Amer­
ican side aud secure their prompt return 
to British soil free of all cost. One of 
the captured Chinamen has been in cus­
tody three times. The first time he was 
caught resulted in his imprisonment for 
six months. But on the next two occa­
sions he was found to be armed with a 
British Columbia certificate, entitling him 
to leave of absence, and he enjoyed free 
board and an excursion, all at Uncle 
Sam’s expense.
