At the outset President Sherman, of
the miners, brought up the question
of opening the convention to the. pub~
lic, and personally’ was. in favor of

this.

In a rather sharp reply -President
Lindsey said the operators were pres-
ent as guests of the miners and de-
cared it was immaterial to them and
up to the miners. Owing to the view
he took of the matter, Vice-President
Lewis spoke against opening for the
public, and a motion was passed ex-
cluding all but operators and mem-
pers of the district board of miners.
The room was then cldured, The
press was also excluded. >

In the morning the miners sent a
telegram to the minister of laber,
daiming that. when the miners want-
ed peace the operators gave battle,
and are therefore responsible for the
situation. 3

The Conference

The statement so far as the con-
ference is concerned, which adjourned
tonight at about 11 o'clock till 10 in
the morning, is that the general con-
ditions are still subject to the con-
ference.  Both sides are talking, but
nothing definite has yet been arrived
at. The operators when pressed for
a statement said they had nothing
further to communicate except that
they received ‘another = proposition
from the miners, and that the general
indications were that the men will
return to work pending the sitting of!
the conciliation board.

Calgary Anxious

Calgary, April . 23.—Calgary whoie-
gsalers and manufacturers, when inter-
viewed regarding the coal situation,
report it as most serious. One prom-
inent firm stated that if the railway
coal supply gave out and a tle-up re-
sulted there would be a famine from
Edmonton to Macleod and Lethbridge.
They were sure the grocery supply on
the  Calgary & Edmonton branch could
not last more than five days. The
whoiesale houses here have large
stocks, but much of it is perishable.
P. Burns & Co. are shipping cattle to

Vancouver as ‘fast as possible, antici- |

pating a tie-up. This is done at great
expense and results in great loss to
Calgary in feed 'and supplies. A two
weeks’' tic-up on the railroad would
put many firms out of business, it was
reported. Most manufacturing plants
have not more than a week’s supply
of codl on hand, and then must close,
throwing hundreds out of employment.
The city is well supplied for its water
works and lighting piants.

.Wealthy Montrealer Who Had Chosen
to Live in Squalor

Montreal, April 24.—Neil Brodie, for
many years well known in financial
centres is this city, and who had the
record of being the dirtiest man in
the country, -died today . in absolute
squalor,- though worth upwards of a
quarter of a million dollars, -Brodie
came to Canads from Scotland in or-
der to escape taxation. By profes-
sion he was a minister. He was &
large owner of stocks and bonds in
the C. P.:R., and owned numerous
cheap properties throughout the poor-
est district, on account of which he
was -time and again arrested and
fined for not complying with the:

Brantford Merchant Wrecked His
Building and Injured Some "~
People

-

Brantford, Ont, April 24 —~The
store recently built by J. B. Holt on
Dalhousie street, was partially wreck-
ed, by an explosion of natural gas.
The store was a two-storey  brick
structure. The ground floor was
occapled by Mr., Holt for a hard-
ware store, and the upper floor by
D. Braid, a commercial travéler. In
the rear of the building R. Spedding
had .a job printing office,

Discovering that natural gas was
escaping from the  basement, Mr,
Holt went downstairs to investigate
and struck a match as he reached the
foot of the stairs. This action was
followed by a terrific explosion,
which was heard for blocks. The
entire front of the lower store was
demolished. Three sides of the
building were bulged. The plaster
was torn from the walls, doors ripped
from their hinges and counters and
stock scattered in great confusion all
over the premises.

Mr. Braid, who was assorting goods,
was hurled through a window  and
landed uninjured on the sidewalk. An
Indian woman named Annie Green,
who was passing, was cut by glass,
her hair was singed and her arms
broken, David Jacobs,- another Ine
dian, had hig hair burned.

10 STUDY VOLCANOES
OF THE ALEUTIMS

Scientists Will Leave Seattle
Next Week on Northern
VExpedition

T. A. Jagger, jr., professor of -geol-
ogy in the Massachusetts Institute of
Technology, is in Seattle en route to
Alaska, where he and a party of scien-
tists will make a study of sesmic and
volcanic conditions’ in the Aleutian
jslands. The present trip is the first
to be made by the laboratory recent-
ly endowed and created in the Mass-
achusetts school for  this line . of
work. The studies will have as an un-
derlying purpose the discovery of a
satisfactory solution of  engineering
work in a country affected by seismic
disturbances.

Among those in the party are: Prof.
H. V. Gummers, head of the depart-
mernit of mathematics at Drexel insti-
tute, Philadelphia, whose work in the
party will consist of astronomical ob-
servances; Prof. A. S. Eagle, of the
University of California; the mineralo-
gist of the party.: Dr. BE. C. Van Dyke
of San Francisco, who goes a& physi~
cian, and others of note who will make
the number six or seven in the party,

The expedition will leave on May 1,
and after reaching Unalaska, will go
on an auxilizry schooner to Attu. Fif-
ty-nine volcanoes have been reported
in the Aleutian group, and most of the
work of the party will be done in that
vicinity. Prof Jagger hopes that some
day the government will install in-its
weather bureau seismometric and vol-
canometric.apparatus, ~which should
prove a protection fo life and prop-
erty. .

SENTENCE ON MURDERER .

Shanghai, April 24—A great Protest-
ant missionary conference, in com-
memoration of the landing of Robert
Morrison, .the Engiish missionary, at
Canton, will begin tomorrow.
