The question has often 
been raised whether a man has the 
right to put an end to another’s life 
in a case like this, but few men have 
been brave enough to try the expert- 
ment and wait for justice to decide 
what should be done with them after-

Prof. Lahdousey, dean of the faculty 
of medicine, says of this case: ‘The 
drama is one of passion inspired by 
pity which had been aggravated to a 
point where the man lost his reason.
‘One cannot compare the act of this 
man, excited by love and pity to the 
highest degree, to the calm, deliberate 
act of the physician in the same case. 
The physician can calm the last suf- 
ferings of his patient, but he cannot 
kill the patient. Certainly the hus- 
band has kliled his wife, but the law- 
yer who defends him has a good case. 
It was an act of passion, and the law- 
yers who are men themselves are likely 
to understand such an act.’

HT. Today is the one hundreth anniver- 
sary of the birth in Hardin County, 
Kentucky, of Abraham Lincoln, six- 
teenth president of the United States, 
statesman, reformer, humanitarian, 
whose praises are multiplied today in 
all lands by statesmen, historian, poets 
and orators. A man of light and lead- 
ing in one of the Southern States re- 
cently said that to him, Lincoln was 
one of the most interesting personal- 
ties of all history.

As a tousled, awkward child listen- 
ing to Bible stories, and the ‘Pilgrims 
Progress’ at the knee of his, mother, 
Lincoln was exhorted to l’arn all you 
kin; be of some account.’ Lincoln dil 
learn, and he certainly was of some 
account. He had to do laborious work 
of various kinds from an early age. 
and got his schooling at intervals. He 
fought in the Black Hawk war of 1832, 
was first elected as a legislator in 1834, 
when he was twenty five years of age; 
was sent to Congress in 1846, and 
there his opposition to slavery became 
very conspicuous. Lincoln’s election 
to the presidency in November, 1860, 
was followed by the secession of the 
Southern States, and civil war broke 
out only a month after he had assum- 
ed office. The events of this war 
during the next four years in Lincoln s 
career belong to the history of the 
United States. The president’s cele- 

brated proclamation of emancipation, 
was issued in September, 1862. The 
toleration of slavery was always in 
his opinion an unhappy necessity, and 
when the Southern States had by their 
rebellion forfeited all claim to the 

protection of their peculiar institution, 
was an easy transition from this to its 
withdrawar. The final unconditional 
emancipation without compensation 
was, however, not agreed to willingly 
by-Lincoln, who attempted earnestly, 
but ineffectually, to convert his own 
cabinet to his generous and long- 
cherished scheme of compensated em- 
ancipation:

The decisive victory of Grant over 
Lee on April 2, 1865—Lincoln had been 
re-elected president in 1864—had just 
afforded the prospect of an immediate | 
termination of the long war struggle, 
when on the 14th of the same month 
President Lincoln was shot in Ford’s 
theatre, Washington, by an actor nam- 
ed John Wilkes Booth. He expired on 
the Colowing day.

The Black Sea and the Dardenelles 
again were frozen over in 768.

The Danube, the Elbe and the Seine 
were frozen hard enough to bear up 
a heavy wagon traffic over them for a 
month in the winter of 822.

The Adriatic Sea was frozen in 860.
There was a snowstorm in Europe 

in 874 which lasted from the beginning 
of November to the end of March.

Nearly all the vines in Europe were 
killed Tory frost in 891 and 893. On mid- 
summer’s day 1033, in England, there 
was a frost so severe that it destroyed 
fruits.

The river Po in Italy was frozen 
from Cremona to the sea in 1133. Wine 
casks were burst and trees split by the 
action of the frost.

Loaded wagons crossed the Adriatic 
Sea on the ice from the mainland to 
Venice in 1234.

The Danube river was frozen to the 
bottom in 1236, and remained so frozen 
for a long time.

The Cattegat was frozen from Nor- 
way to Jutlandin 1261.

The Rhine was frozen over and load- 
ed wagons crossed it on the ice in 
1292. Travellers also crossed from Nor 
way to Jutland on the ice.

All the rivers of Italy were frozen 
over during the winter of 1344. It was 
so cold in Denmark that the wolves 
could not stay there in 1403 and they 
crossed Jutland on the ice.

Snow fell in Europe for 40 days in 
1434. /

The wine froze in Flanders in 1468. 
and the soldiers to whom it was dis- 
tributed had to cut it in pieces with 
hatchets.

The river Scheldt was frozen over 
sufficiently hard for three months in 
1565 to bear the traffic of loaded wag- 
ons."

All the rivers of Europe were frozen 
over and the Venetian fleet was frozen 
up in the lagoons of the Adriatic at 
Venice in 1621 and 1622.

The winter of 1658 was a hard one in 
Europe, Charles of Sweden crossed on 
the Ice the Little Belt, the strait be- 
oween Funen and the peninsula of Jut- 
land with his whole army—foot, horse, 
baggage and artillery. The rivers in 
Italy bore heavy carriages.

There was a coating of ice 61 inches 
thick on the Thames in England in 
1664 and in 1684 the ice was again thick 
enough on the Thames to support 
coaches which were driven across it.

The winters of 1691 and 1693 were so 
severe in Austria that the wolves en- 
tered Vienna and attacked men and 
beasts in the fleid.

The winter of 1709 is called by dis- 
tinction the ‘cold winter.’ All the rivers 
and lakes of Europe were frozen over, 
and so was the sea for several miles 
from the shore. In England the ground 
was frozen nine feet, deep. Birds and 
beasts died in the fields and men per- 
ished by thousands in their houses. In 
the south of France the olive trees 
were killed and wine plantations des- 
troyed. The Adriatic Sea was frozen 
and even the Mediterranean about Ge- 
noa. The citron andworagne groves 
suffered in Italy.

Fairs were held on the ice on the 
River Thames in the winter of 1716, 
and travellers crossed on the ice from 
Copenhagen to Sweden.

Multitudes of cattle and sheep were 
buried in the snow in Scotland in the 
winter of 1726.

In January, 1737. the ground was fro- 
zen to a depth of four feet in New 
England.

The winter of 1740 was scarcely less 
cold than that of 1709. An ox was bar- 
becued on the ice on the Thames and 
the snow lay ten feet deep in Spain and 
Portugal. The Zuyder Zee was frozen 
over and thousands of persons crossed 
over it. The lakes of England were 
also frozen. That winter an "ice pai- 
ace’ was built at St. Petersburg after 
an elegant model and in the just pro- 
portions of Augustinian architecture. 
This seems to have been the first of 
the ice palaces. Snow fell to a depth 
of 23 feet on the level in Portugal in 
the winter of 1744, while in New Eng- 
land it was a summer winter.

The winters of 1754 and 1755 were so 
severe in England that the strongest 
ale exposed to the air for a few minu- 
tes in a glass was frozen over with a 
coat of ice an eighth of an inch thick. 
River Elbe was frozen to the bottom in 

1771.
The Danube was covered with ice five 

feet thick below Vienna in 1776. Vast 
numbers of birds and fishes perished 
and in Holland and France wine froze 
in the cellars.

December 26, 1796, is recorded as the 
coldest day ever known in London 
when the thermometer registered 16 
degrees below zero.

The mercury froze hard at Moscow 
January 13, 1800. From 1800 to 1812 
the winters were remarkably cold, par- 
tisularly the latter in Russia, which 
surpassed in intensity that of any win- 
ter in that country for many preced- 
ing years, and caused the destruction 
of the French army in its retreat from 
Moscow.

In that year 
there was a sharp frost in every mont 
and the people all over the world be- 
gan to believe that some great and de- 
finite change in the earth was taking 
place. The farmers used to refer to It 
as ‘188-and-starve-to-death.’ Frost, ice 
and snow were common in June. Al- 
most every green thing was killed and 
the fruit was nearly all destroyed. Du- 
ing the month snow fell to the depth 
of-three inches in New York and Mas- 
sachusetts and ten inches in Maine. 
There were frost and ice in July in
