The London Globe
remarks that although the demand for
ostrich feathers is, after all, strictly limited,
and a change of fashion may at any time
ruin the business, the price has not yet been
lowered in any appreciable degree by the
great increase in the supply consequent upon
systematic ostrich farming.

Her majesty’s consul at Batoum, in a re-
cent report, mentions that some rich ores
of copper in the upper valleys of Tehorokh,
Morgouli, etc.y have lately attracted special
attention of government mining engineers
and private speculators. Ores of lead and
silver have also been discovered. Judging
by the remnants of very old snd primitive
smelting furnaces, and numerous pieces of
slag met on the spot where the copper veins
have been discovered, it is believed that
this metal had been extensively mined and
smelted there in ancient times, Under ex-
isting circumstances at all events, he does
not consider that any real inducement to

- capitalists can be pointed out for profitable
and safe investments in that district.
