Home Rule for Scotland—And for Ireland.
- A reoent oable despatch says that the
Duke of Richmond has been appointed
ccretary of state for Scotland, with &
geat in the cabinet, As some View it, the
change is one more in form than in sub-
stance. It is pointed out that the
innovation is mot made in response fto
vopuhr agitation, the fact being that the
Sootch members have long ocontrolled all
legislation affecting their own country
only. For maasy years the British par’
jjament had passed mo law relating to
Scotland which had not been discnesed
and moulded by the Scottish members
acting as an informal but suthoritative
committee. And the new secretary, it is
affirmed, will certainly bring forward no
soheme of local legislation which has not
bgen previously approved by the parlia-
menfary representatives of Scotland.

Now, it may be true encugh that, unde®
an informal custom never embodied in the
written law, the Scotch members have
generally been able to get what purely
local legislation they wanted, or at leas®
to prevent any such legisletion $o which
they were decidedly opposed. And yet
it may be that the formal recognition of
Scotland’s distinct status, implied by the
creation of the mew cabinet office, may
prove a measure of the most practical kind
for giving life and impetus to national
feeling in Scotland, and for leading the
thoughts of Scotoh members and their
supporters more towards legislation  for
their own country only.

The present.indications are that
Ireland and Scotland will be virtually a
anit for home rale, and that a very large
proportion of the ﬁgglisb members will ge
proﬁredto grant it and secure bome rule
for England at the same time.,  The radi-
oals are taking this position; Lord Ran-
dolph Churchill and his wing of the tories
are doing the same; Mr, Gladetone bos
decided in faver of it; Lord Salisbury is
not personally opposed to it. The onl
opposition possible - is that of the old-
faghioned whigs and sories, . who to all
appearances will be “gnowed under” by
the rising drift of demooracy,
In conclusion let me recall the fact that
the present vioeroy of Ireland, Lord Car-
narvon, had charge of the British North
America act when it was introduced into
the imperial parliament, and that many
subsequent events have shown that the
study he then made of the federal principle
in government roduced & deep impression
on his mind, Federalism waa his panacea
for the political trouples of Australis and
of South Africa when he was secretary of
state for the colonies, and _nothing
would be more natural then that he
should bs of the same mind with respect
to the political troubles of Ir land
Some time ago when he paid s visit to
Canada he was the guest of the Hon, Ed-
ward B'ake. Mr., Blake's views on the
Irish question, as outlined in his great’
speech ip the Canadian house of commons,
oan hardly bave failed to make an
impression on Lord Carsarvon. I have
little donbt that ever since he took office
his lordship has been in communioation
with My, Blake on the subject, and I have
just as litsle that during his present visit
%o the mother.country Mr. Blake will be
asked by Lord Carnarvon and his ool-
leagues for advice on matters ofa praotioal
character in the framing and working of &
federal constitution for England, Ireland
and Scotland.
