STARTLING REVELATIONS BY ONE 
WHO SHOULD ENOW.

Montreal, March 25 —Mr. H. Montagu 
Allan and Mr. J. 8. Allan of the Allan 
steamship line have arrived in England on 
business connected with a new steamship 
project. It is proposed to form a new com­
pany, of which the Naval Construction and 
Armament Company of Barrow-in-Furness, 
presided over by the Marquis of Hartington, 
and the Allan Line Company will be the 
chief promoters. The intention is to have 
the new company take over the existing 
Allan line steamers and run them prin­
cipally as freight steamers. The new line 
will be under control of the Allans, and 
will be neutral as between the Grand Trunk 
and Canadian Pacific Railways.

Fitzsimmons, the Pittsburg Murderer, 
Was a Canadian and Lived in the 

Qneen City for Years.
Brock ville, March 25.—The despatch 

sent to the Pittsburg police to the effect that 
the man Budd arrested there for the murder 
of Detective Gilkinson could not be Fred­
erick C. Fitzsimmons, of this town, as the 
latter was at his ^ome here,- was evidently 
bogus. There is no question but that Budd 
is Fitzsimmons, as the papers found in a 
satchel iu his possession indicated.

Fitzsimmons is the fifth son of the late 
Robert Fitzsimmons, one of Brockville’s 
pioneers and whose name is revered for his 
many virtues. He is about 34 or 35 years of 
age and was widely known both here and 
throughout the counties. Though well 
educated, agreeable in manner and a general 
favorite with his acquaintances, he, early in 
life, evinced traits which gave his relatives 
much sorrow. Some 16 or 18 years ago he 
left Brockvilie for the west, and after hold­
ing a clerkship in Toronto for a time dis­
appeared completely. From that hour very 
little was heard from him by his former 
associates here.

Some weeks ago, a former Brockvillian 
who is now employed in a drygoods store in 
New York or Brooklyn met him iu the latter 
city and informed him of bis father’s death, 
which had occurred several months before. 
About two weeks ago he suddenly returned 
home, incited to do so, as is supposed, by 

of his father’s death. He announced to 
friends and relatives that be was engaged in 
the jewelry business in one of the western 
states, claimed to have done well and in sup­
port of his statement made presents of con­
siderable value in the shape of gold watches, 
etc. By the provisions of his father’s will he 
secured SdUUU in cash, and real estate worth 
nearly if not quite that amount and early 
last week left town.

Balfour was interviewed to-day relative to 
the situation in Ireland. He said that the 
past few months had witnessed a marked 
improvement in the cessation of boycotting 
and most other forms of outrage, and that 
the Government was perfectly willing to 
bave its record compared with that of the 
Gladstonian administration. The county of 
Kerry, for instance, had been one of the cen­
tres of outrage. Iu 1887 there had been 273 per­
sons boycotted in Kerry, but only five cases 
of the Kind had been known to the 
pqlice this year. Murder and murder­
ous assaults were also less frequent. Unfor­
tunately certain crimes more difficult to 
detect and of a very dastardly character, 
speh as the malicious burning and mutila­
tion of animals, were still frequent, but 
vigorous efforts were being made to bring the 
perpetrators to justice. Lord Chief Justice 
O’Brien had suggested the penalty of flogging 
for such crimes, but the Chief Secretary was 
not prepared to say whether he would in­
dorse such a suggestion.

Mr. Balfour spoke approvingly of the 
efficiency shown by the Irish Constabulary 
in preventing the two factions of the Irish 
party from doing each other serious violence, 
and added that the police would continue to 
do their full duty without respect of persons 
or partisan feeling.

A Large Body of Well-to-Do Farmers to 
Leaye England.

London, Marcia 24. — The Allan liner 
Parisieui, which sails from Liverpool on 
Thursday, opens the emigration season. 
The Parisian carries the finest body of emi­
grants lor Alberta, Assiniboia and Manitoba 
that ever left this country, including well-to- 
do farmers from the beet agricultural dis­
tricts of England and Scotland.

Experts say that 
Canada is feeling, and will for some time 
feel, the effects of her recent laxity in pro­
moting immigration, due to the agitation of 
the laboring classes in Canada.
