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AUSTRALIAN BUTTER TRADE,

Recent Development of the Trade Be-
tween That Colony and England.

The P. & 0. Company’s. steamship
‘Bailarat, Capt. T. Angus, arrived at Ply-
mouth on Monday trom Australia, bringing
the largest quantity of butter ever shipped
Inany vessel—25,401 cases, or about 700
tons weight. The greater portion of this
butter was manufactured im Victoria and
exported under the supervision of the De-

riment of Agriculture. It was all care-
ully chilled and securely packed in wooden
cases before being stored in the insulated
chambers of the Ballarat. Under the
direction of the chief engineer of the ship,
Mr. J. Cameron, the butter is said to be in
excellent condition, he, with <the fine
refrigerating machmery a$ his disposal,
having keptitatat aturenot exceeding
40 deg. Fah. throughout the voyage. Ac-
cording to the Government expert (Mr. D.
Wilson) the Victorian consignment will
realize an average of 1s. in the £1 all round
in the London wholesale market or a total
of £67,200, whilst the P. & O. Company
secure the substantial sum of £5600 as
freight for the shipment, being at the rate
of 1d. perlb. The extraordinary rapid
expansion of the dairying industry of Vie-
toria is to be attributed entirely to the es-
tablishment, of co-operative ~creameries
and butter factories throughout the length
and breadth of the colony. The Fresh
Food and Frozen Storage Company, with
its immense scope of operations,contributed

The Engineer's Reecommendations for th
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The City Engineer, in his report to the
Board of Works on Monday, recommends
the construction of asphalt pavements on
Richmond-street, from Victoria to Bay,
to cost $15,100; Earl-street, from Sher-
bourne-street to West end, cost $5660;

The prob-
able lifetime of both cedar block and vitri-
fied brick pavements is estimated at seven
years and asphalt eight and 10 years, and
are ull recommended as local improvements.

1o less than 100 tons of butter, or one-sixth
of the total amount exported. The factory
of this company in Melbourne, which is
purely a co-operative comcern, is fed by 50
creameries in different parts of Victoria,
and its weekly output of bytter 18 40 tons.
The great majority of the creameries, how-
ever, have their own butter factories work-
ing in connection with them, and capable
of absorbing all the raw material in the
shape of milk that the farmers can pro-
duce. The farmer first despatches his
milk to the nearest creamery, and receives
payment for it forthwith, the price being
caiculated by the market rates for
butter at the time. It ranges
from 63d. to 3d. per gallon, a fair
average being 5d throughout the year. Not
only, however, does he receive cash for his
consignment, bus when the eream has been
extracted he gets the skim milk back also
to turn to additional advantage, and - is
moreover buoyed up with the knowledge
that when the butter is sold in London he
will be paid his share of the profit by the

s butter factory. By far the greater number
i of the creameries are co-eperative concerns,

bus in the few cases where they have been
founded by private enterprise of course
the farmer after parting with his cream and
getting his skim milk back has no further
interest in the operations. 1tis not sur-
prising therefore that the private establish-
ments are already dying out. As soon as
the butter has been manufactured it is sent
down by train to the cooling chambers of
the department at Newport, where
it is carefully graded for the
bonus, chilled. not frozen, and made
ready for export. The present year is the
last in which the bonus will be paid, and it
is now awarded at the reduced rate of 13d.
per Ib. for butter which realizes 1s. per 1b.
or over in London, and less in proportion
for the inferior grades. Even when bonuses
are no longer paid, however, Mr. Wilson is
of opinion that the department must con-
tinue to exercise supervision in otder that
uniformity of quality may ‘be secured and
abuses prevented, while at she same time
freight can be secured more cheaply under
the present system than by single firms or
individuals. In the coolin% chambers at
Newport the temperature of the buster is
gradually lowered to 40 deg. Fahrenheit,
the process occupying about one week, and
it is then forwarded direct by rail in in-
sulated trucks to the steamer’s side and
loaded by the stevedores. /The butter, put
up in square 56-lb. boxes, makes a com-
pact cargo that admits of economical stow-
age and is free from the wauny disadvant-
ages which attended the old plan of ?nck
ing it in little kegs or casks. - Mr. Wilson
estimates that last year the farmers of
Victoria put £250,000 net profit from their
butter into theyr pockets; this year that
amount will bé doubled, and next year it

.will be trebléd. The industry has raised

the price of land by at least £1 per acre,
and the price of stock by at least £1 per
head. Its extent may be judged from the
fact that the treight paid to the P. and O.
and Orient companies for butter alone dur-
ing the last year amounted to £35,000, and,
with the development of the trade in cheese
and fruit, other steamship lines will; no
doubt, compete for the cargoes with regular
weekly services. The figures of the export
trade show, indeed, says Mr. Wilson, that
the dairving indutry presents the brightest
feature in the present commercial outlgok
of the colony.—Plymouth Mercury.

City Hall Gossip.

The City Clerk has registered 97 births,
12 marriages and 72 deaths this week.

The Health Board at Ottawa,

Dr. Bryce of the Provimcial Board of
Health returned this morning from Ottawa,
where he has been conferring with the
Ottawa Board of Health regarding the
construction of a new hospital for contagi-
ous diseases, on a legally selected site, to
take the place of the old one, which has to
be removed.

The principal subject discussed was the
establishing of a basis between the Dominion
statistician and the different pro-
vinces for the collection of statistics.
The Government will be asked to grant
$25,000 as the federal share of the scheme.
Ontario now pays $20,000 per year as her
share, and the Government will be asked
to app(n'lion the amount set apart amougst
the different provinces, according to the
number of returns sent in by each pro-
vince.

Quebec has this year for the first time
established a board of health and it is de-
sired to secure the amalgamation of all.

48th Highlanders,

The following regimental order has been
issned by Lieut.-Col. Davidson, command-
ing 48th Highlanders: ‘“I'he regiment will
parade in drill order (with trews) on Fri-
day evening, the 24th inst., at 8 o’clock,
and on each succeeding Friday at the same
hour until further orders.”

Considerable recruiting has already been
done, and the regiment promises to be up
to its full strength at the opening of the
season’s drill. About 50 recruits have al-
ready entered, some of whom will be ready
to be passed into the various companies
immediately.

He wastried on
a charge of stealing a suit of clothes and

The jury recommended that in this case
justice be tempered with mercy.

Dr. Wyckoff Sald to Be the Head of the
Leechburg Robbers.

PrrrsBURG, March 18.—The entire day
at hittaning was devoted o the securing of
a jury in the Leechburg astempted bank
robbery and murder case. hen court
adjourned this evening the full jury bad
not yet been selected, although the attor-
neys had been at it two whole days. The
panel was exhausted at 11.30 o’cleck, when
only eight jurors had. been secured. The
court then issued a special venire to sum-
mon anot-er panel. .

The sensatioiial developments will 8ppear
when Dr. Wyckoff is placed ‘on the stand.
Wyckeffis charged with complicity in the
murder. Unless the attorneys for the
prosecution are mistaken they will prove
him to be thé ‘‘Jekyll and Hyde"” of Arm*
strong County- Many of the robberies
committed in the county will be laid at. his
door. It is. charged that while moving
around as one of the best citizens of Leech-
burg he planned nearly all the robberies
and the other men did all the work. He
had an account with the Leechburg Bank
at the time it is alleged he planned the
scheme to rob it. . It may be several days
yet before a jury will be secured, as the
attorneys on both sides are exorcising their
right to challenges.

DEATH OF A CHAMPION EATER.

He Once Ate Seven Peunds of Food and
Drank Two Galloms of Beer at a Sitting.

New York, March 18.—A bigger eater
than was Frauz Friedrich, who gied in St.
Catharine’s Hospital in Williamsburg on
Wednesday night, it was probably hard to
find anywhere. On account of his enor-
mous appetite Friedrich’s friends nick-
named him Professor. He was about 50
years old. Abous 20 years ago “he came
into prominence by offering to wager any-
body that he could eat five pounds of food
at one sitting. His wager Was taken up
and he won. Then he blossomed out as the
champion eater of Willinmsburg. It -is
said that his greatest feast was a few years
ago, when he ate a big boiled goose, five
pounds of frankfurters, one pound of Swiss
cheese, a loaf of rye bread, and abeut two

allons of beer at a ball. At Easter time, a
ew years ago, Friedrich, it is said, ate 50
eggs in one hour on a wager. He did
other remarkable feats, and made consid-
erable money. When he was taken ill a
few months ago he turned the scales at 300
pounds. During his illness he wasted a vay,
and at his death weighed only a little more
than 150 pounds.

RUSSIANS FOR CANADA.

ARumor That Natives of CholeraInfected
Russia Will Come to Us.

New York, March 18.—There was con-
giderable talk in local steamship circles to-
day overatelegram from Chicago stating that
the Hansa Line and the Canadian branch
of the Hamburg-American Packet Co. hLad
issued circulars offering to carry Russian
steerage passengers. The local agent of
the Hamburg Line said to-day that there
was no quarantine law prohibiting carrying
ot Russian immigrants. The continental
lines agreed at a meeting held here lass
month not to handle Russians to avoid any
possibility of chelera entering the country.
‘“We have not violated the law,” the agent
said, *“I dor’t know what the Canadian
office has done; Mr. Connelly of Mont-
real has charge of that branch and he’ll
have to speak for himself.

LEFT HIS SICK BED TO PREACH.

After the First Sentence Rev. Willinm
Graham Fell Dead,

Iam on.” Tke sentence was hardly spoken
when he fell back dead.

The
relations on the C.P.R. have been exceed-
ingly harmonious since the summer.
