Insured his flat for the enormous sum
of $60,000, alleging it contained im-
mensely valuable papers. The flat was
burned one- day. After due investiga-
fon the insurance company refused to
pay the policy held by Holmes, believing
the fire was of an incendiary nature.
After this failure Holmes began to
echeme to get possession of Miss Williams’
property. The {first move made was @o
send to Texas for the other sister, Annie
Williams. She came to Chicago and
took up her residence with her sister
Minnie at Holmes’. Annie had been
living with them about a month, when
she suddenly disappeared. Holmes is
probably’ the only man on earth who
knows what -became of her. His ex-
planation is cold-blvoded and characteris-
tic. of the man.-
br The First Murder.

“Minnie got jealous for some reason,”
he said, “and ope day the two of them
had some words, and M.nnie picked up a
rtool and hit Annie on the head with it.
The blow killed her;. I got a trunk,

ut the body in it and sunk it in the
ake.” ;

There are few persons among those
who know Holmes that believe the sunken
trunk story. Shortly after this oc:
currence, Holmes and Miss Minnie Wil-
‘liams went to the Plaza Hotel, Chicago,
where they lived under an assuymed
name. In ome of his many ex-
cursions  through the State in
his  Don-Quixote-like  searches for
Bome crime to commit, he visited the
jail in Terra ~Haute, Ind., where he

- formed the acquaintance of B. F. Pitezel,

afterwards the principal in the Phila-
delphia insurance swindle, and was also
supposed to be the principal in the Pot-
ter’s Field funeral. After a brief con-
versation through the cell doors, Holmes
gave bail for Pitezel to the amount of
$1800, and the two worthies proceeded
to Chicago, where the scheme against
Williams’ property was fully developed.
Pitezel had not been in Chicago long
before Holmes told him that the detec-
tives were after him. Holmes procured
a trunk, bundled Pitezel into it and sent
him out of the city post haste. Holmes
next appeared at Franklin, Ind., where
he met a Miss Yoke, whom he married.
The honeymoon was spent in Denver.
While on the trip Holmes alleges he made
$27,000 on a “trick” he turned in
Leadvfille. At any rate, he came back
flush with money. And at once put him-
self in communication with Pitezel, who
was living at St. Louis.

> The H N. Holmes Insurance.

On his arrival from Texas ,months be-
fore he had paid a visit to the city pri-
son in St. Louis, where he had become
zcquainted with Hedgspath, the Glen-
dale train robbsr. At that interview
Hedgspath had mentioned the name of
Jeptha Howe £ as a young lawyer who
would not stick at any sckeme to make
money. When he revisited St. Louis
and took up the Philadelphia insurance
swindle, hatched long previously with
Pitezel, the first man he thought of was
Howe and arrangements were made
with the lawyer looking to future de-
velopments. - This scheme was not the
matter of a moment with Holmes. As
early as October of that year he made
application to the Philadelphia Mutual
Life Association for insurance under the
name of H. H. Holmes. The application
was granted. He gave a note to the
agent for the first payment, but it wase
pnever redeemied. This was simply to
give him . a standing with the
tompany, and for the purpose of
future identification. A month later he
secured B. F. Pitezel as a member. Pite-
tel took out a policy for $10,000, and
likewise gave a note. Nothing more was
heard of the eouple until last August.
Then the insusance company recgived-a
telegraph money order for the payment
of the premium,

A The Corpse Discovered.

On Aug. 18, a man who gave his name
28 B. F. Perry, rented a house pt No,
1816 Callow Hill-street, Philadelphia,and
aid 12 days’ rent in advance. This man
was B. F. Pitezel. On Sept. 8, a man
named Eugene Smith called at the house
in reference to a job of ecarpentering.
Getting no reply to his repeated knocks
he entered the house, On opéning the
door of the room he found, lying flat
ou the floor, the body of B. F. Perry.
The face of the corpse was scorched on
pne side, and so were the body and
tlothes. These burns rendered identifica-
tion all the more difficult. The polige
were notified, a coroner’s inquest ‘was
beld, and the coroner reported that the
man had died from inhalation of the
flames of some poison. On Sept. 13, the
body was interred in the Potter’s field.

The Money Paid Over.

A few days later a claim was sent”up
that Perry was none other than Pitezel,
and a demand was made on the insurance
tompanies for the amount of the policies
:arried on Pitezel’s life. Holmes appear-
*d on the scene accompanied. by Pitezel’s
wife and four children, all of whom posi-
tively identified the body ase that of Pite-
sel. They told their stories f o the coroner,
and ou the evidence there given the name
B. F. Perry was changed to B. F. Pitezel,
and on this change the money was paid
over, on Sept. 24, to the wodow. Thus
the nicely laid scheme went through with
llying colors and the conspirators were
1appy.

The First Cluc.

The secret agent of the insurance com-
pany was in St. Louis on other business
about Oct. 18, when Chief of Police Harri-
zan showed him a note that he had re-
seived “from Hedgspath, the train rob-
ber. Hedgspath stated in this note that
a swindle had been committed upon a
Philadelphia insurance company, and pos-
sibly a murder committed in the working
of it; and that $7500 of the money had
already been paid. Geyers saw Hedgs-
path, and he told him the whole scheme.
The train robber hdd written this letter
because Howe promised him a portion
of the money for putting the fee in his
way, and then never paying him. Then
the detective started after Holmes.

Traced te This City

He was traced to Toronto, then' to

urlington, and finally to Bostot], where
he was arrested, But the Pitezel child-
ren had disappeared. On the way to
Philadelphia Holmes talked freely,almost
garrulously, of the case. In the first
place, he admitted the conspiracy. He
maintains that Pitezel is alive, but that
he does not know where to find him. He
alleges that the three Pitezel children
are living safely in seclusion.

He says he procured the body of B.T.
Perry from his olditime colleague
criminal friend in New \York, but that
he will not. disclose his\name until he
Iee!s the hemp around his own neck. The
police  believe, bowever, that Pitezel
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was actually killed and that there was
no substitution.

The first trace found of the childrkn
was in Ciucinnati. The ground covered
by Hblmes while there' was carefully
traced over by Detective Geyers, who as-
certained that the scoundrel went from
there to Indianapolis, taking the children
with him. He remained there a while,
and in October, 1894, went to Detroit,
reaching there Oct. 13. The detective is
sure that he had three children
with him when he left 'Indianapolis, but
en route he disposed of the boy, either
by killing him or leaving - him some-
where, and there is enough known to
warrant the belief that the former is
true. In Detroit no trace of the boy
could be found, though, as heretofore
stated, the girls were located at 91 Con-
gress-street west, where they stayed
five days, leaving as suddenly as they
came. While the girls were with Mrs.
Lucinda Burns in Congress-street Holmes
rented a. house in Forest-avenue, which
be never occupied; He paid $56 down on
the remt, and it i¥ the impression that
be intended to kill the girls there for
the same reason that he got rid of the
boy—they knew 'too much about him.

The scheme miscarried and he eame to
Toronto. It was here the girls disap-
peared. They may have been placed in
one of the imstitutions, but Detective
Geyers believes they were murdered.

Mrs. Pitezel, mother of these children,
who was a witness against Holmes, is
now with her people in Illinois, and is
doing all she can toward assisting the
police in unraveling the mystery. The
special agent of the FRidelity company
will be here and will"work in conjunction
with Geyers, while a local officer will
help them.

BILTON ATTEMPTS SUICIDE.

A Former Toronto Lawyer Tries te End
His Life at Belleville With
Polson.

S. F. Bilton, who until recently was
employed in the office of Clute, Mac-
donald & Co., barristers, Toronto, but
bas lately been living in Patterson-
street, Belleville, is in a serious condi-
tion in that city, suffering from the
effects of some strong narcotic. He re-
tired as usual on Sunday night, and as
be had not appeared downstairs on Mon-
day afternoon the family with whom he
resided .became alarmed, and on enterin
his room found him lying on the be
uggonscious. A bottle found on the bed
bad apparently contained peppermint,
but no other sign of drugs was noticed.
A doctor was called in and Bilton was
taken to Belleville Hospital, where he
remains in a comatose condition, but will
probably recover.

Mr. Bilton has been in Canada about
three years. He is a married man and
bas & family residing in London, Eng.
He is understood to have been a lawyer
in the Old Country, but had mno re-
gular practice here.

Threw Himself Under a Train.

New York, July 9.—James McAvery, 89
years old, who shot and killed his wife
last Saturday night, killed himself this
morning by throwing himself in front of

A wave of
cheerfulness and hopefulifess is sweeping
over the world with a tidal flow that is
irresistible, and the earth is a sweeter
planet to live on, while heaven has come
8o near that we can hear the rustle of
angel pobes and catch the echo of our
loved ome’s voices.

It is a great privilege to be alive to-
day, because we have a keener sense pf
the fatherhood of God and the brothep-
bood of man. ,Fear as an element of, the
religious life has been eliminated, and
love, which is to the soul what sunshine
is to the field of wheat, has takbn its
place. The heart rejoices, but does not
dread, and even in the direst peril,
when wind and wave seem cruelly omui-
potent, we feel secure in the conscious-
ness that the Pilot at the helm: has never
lost a ship.

The Tobique Railway Investigation

The Public Accounts Committee this
morning commenced the investigation
asked for by Hon. Mr. Costigan, with
respect to charges made against him
in The St. John Telegraph, in connec-
tion with the Tobique Valley Raflway.
Owing to several other important com-
mittees having been called for to-day,
the Public Accounts Committee held a
very short session, agreeing to con-
tinue the examination of Mr. Costigan
to-morrow. The effect of Mr. Costi-
gan’s testimony to-day was that nei-
ther at the time of the voting of the
Dominion subsidy to the Tobique Val-
ley Railway Company, nor since, had
he any interest in the company, in
stock or in any other way financially
or personally. He did not own any
lands or control any lease, or have émy
lease along the line. He advocated the
Dominion subsidy to the railway coms
pany for the benefit of his sconstitu-
ency.
