GENERAL PROVISIONS.
No person shall at any polling, either 

provide or furnish drink or other refresh­
ment at tho expense of such person, to 
any elector during such polling, or pay for.

No intoxicating, spirituous or ferment­
ing liquors or strong drinks shall be sold 
or given at any hotel, tavern, or shop or 
other place within the limits of any polling 
district, during the wllole of any day on 
which any poll Is begun, holden or pro­
ceeded With under a^penalty of one hun­
dred dollars for every offence ; and the of­
fender shall be subject to Imprisonment, 
not exceeding six months, at the discre­
tion of the judge or conrt, in default of 
payment of such fine.

In regard to corrupt practices (brib­
ing, etc.) the Act is very stringent.
Nothing that can be construed into an 
inducement to influence a voter is al­
lowed under a most severe penalty.

SECOND PART OP ACiT.
