The
tetter further ssid in most emphatic
terms that any information given by
the Minister would be treated as siriot-
ly private and confidential and be kept
entirely secret.

To this letter the Minister, with
singular want of judgment, replied in a
manner which largely favored the Dem
ooratie party, although done in & guard
ed manper. It was simply to the efs
feos that 1t would be much to the dis-
advantage of apy political party to
show any distinot Eoglish feelinge.
‘The party in power, while aware of this
fact, be thought was still desirous of
maintaining friendly relations with
Eogland, snd desirous to settle all
questions &t variance between the
United States and Caneds, notwith-
standing the retaliation affair. Said it
was impossible to predict what course
Cleveland would pursue in the matter
of retaliation should he be elected, but
thought he would manilest a ooneiliv
atory epirit, The Minister also enclosed
an article from the New York Times.

No sgoner was Sir Sackville's
letter received then it wass published
far and wide, together with -the latter
ssking tor intormation, The resuls has
been the matter is mow of world~
wide notoriety,and President Cleve-
Jand, through the advice of Secretary
Bayard has demanded from the Englieb
Government that Lord Sackville sball
be recalied. The English Cabivet sre
pow discussing the matter, snd public
opinion is Tunning riot over it.

No doubt the Minister was guilty of
s very grave and werious errrot of judg-
ment, as of coutrse our readers are ‘all
aware that it is the unwritten law in
diplomatic circles that u foreign mio~
ister’s views upon the politics of the
particular country in which be may be
stationed shall be of the most strictly
Don partisan charpcter.

He is an honorable English gentlemsn,
indisposed to. attribute dishonorable
motives Lo others, and when his views
were sohicited upon a matter of presa-
ing moport by a presumed fellow
ceuntrymen, under a solemn cesl of
conlidence, he merely considered that
he was writing a private letter, and.bad
no means of knowing that he was
peing made a cat’s paw and the victim
of a dirty political trick. More than
one of the more honorable and. bigher
minded journaliste upon the great
American dailies are not eparing in
their denunciations of the manner in
whioch the Minister was entrapped.
