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If another war were to break out between Great
Britain and the United States, I greatly fear that
these discarded officers, with many thousands of
the people in Upper Canada, would warmly resent
the indignity which they have suffered, by “ shew-
ing a‘pair of fair heels” to the British Government,
and enlisting under the banner of the hostile
power. Among other very unpopular acts of the
present Lieutenant Governor, this is one which
is the most revolting to the Canadians.
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
