Imaginc the distance between: Dr. Gordon's Jo-
hannian unfolding of *Sonship, ir its threefold
aspects,’ and the New England. rlown who an.
nounces that his subject for Sunday morning will
be ¢ Jonah's whaling voyage, and wailing on tho
voyage ;' and in the evening, * How Jesus rana
man up a tree.”  Or the pulpit harlequin in thé
Muddle States who advertises his somersaults
thus . Subject; *‘The widow's mites: a mighty
small contribution ;* *Chtist going to hell—to
preach,’ * Lack of bed-coverings in cold weather,
' Sprinkled or soused,’ et etc.  ‘Think of justi
fying such circus performances, in the place of
prayer, on the ground that a congregation can-
not be drawn otherwise !

FORMOSA

ANy news from Fotnoxa is of interest to the
whole church In Canada  The whole island is
divided by us with the resbyterian Church of
Enpland, who wire fn the field many yeans
before I'r. MacKay artived,  One of their old-
est missionarice, the Rev. Mr, Campbell, sends
some notes t the Presdyterian Mrsienger of a
missionary tour from which we 1aako some
cxtracts.

" We gpent the first night in Kiam-tsin-Kang,
sald 1o be the third lazgest town on the island,
but as yet reniaing, as far as we know, shrouded
in spiritual darhness.  After our arzival on this
occasion, I preached to a large crowd till the
1ateness of the Eour compelled us to disperse,
There was no little interruption (tom time to
time, ong¢ or two remarking that we were merely
French spivs; others, that we were foreigners
trying to find new openings for the sale of
opium; a few, that we were travelling doctors ;
but the greater number, that we were good men
going about eahiorting people to the practice of
virtue,” ‘l'he next place, Guta.oan, gave them
a different receprion. ¢ They abandoned their
fields on our account, provided a suitab'e lodg.
ing for us, brought forth substantial material for
our refreshment, and teok every way of showing
their joy and thankfulness at our presence
amongst them. They also conducted me to a
neighbouring village, where five or six entire fam-
itics had ceased the wortship of idols, and were
now under such Christian instruction as could
be obtained. We had a general tuecting that
evening of all those who had cast in their lo
with ug, many oulsiders also being present, and
everyonc showing an amount of respectful atten-
tion thiat was truly encoura~ing. The apari.
ment in which we met proving rather confined,
a large table was placed on the open ground
outside, and, standing upon this, we preached
alternately till we were thoroughly tired.  More
than a hundred people gathercd round. It weas
clear, full moon, and [ bhave seldom spolen

a deason in the church of a neighbounng village,
who didn't miss his opportunity of speaking a
word in season. This 18 as it ought to be, and as
it might far oftener be if individual responsibility
were more tully realized and the opportunity
oftcner “ Lrought vp.”

In another place where work has been begnn
fatcly, there was great opposition, the graphic
deseniption of which, by the Rev. Mr. Adams,
gives us an idea of what our heroic missionary
nust often have experienced in'the earhier stages
of his work,

*“Lan-Ki has been the zeeng of strifes and
tumults out of which, we thank God, e has
brought vs in safety. * Our settlement in Lan-
Ki has Leen followed by senous harm to the
city,’ say the people. The pagoda, which for
two thousand years has guarded it from ¢wil
influences, fcll down the.very week we opened
our chapel.  Money became * tighter,' property
in our vicinity wént down 1n vaiue. One man
at once closed his busincss and went elsewhere,
A second abused me till midnight because us
takings had diminished cwenty per cent. Some
housckeepers have put up images of duvils, with
swords, on their roofs facing vur chapsl, to over-
awe and confound the forcigners, *familiar
dewls,' ete. We did not give the usual wine-
drinking to nicighbours when we entered our new
abode, and this gave great offence. The preach-
ing was internipted by yells, rushes of roughs,
who upsct forms and drove out respectable
people.  These performances were varied by
pitching forms .into the strect. Onc day “the
-mob surged inta the rear portion of the building
and began to plunder.  ‘They stole about twenty

before we could get them out. 1 have been to
the magistrates for proclamations, cte., but
could not even get a hearing. . . . Things
are quicter just now.  Neighbouts began to get
alarmed for their own prog:cny, and perhaps
feared that we should hold them responsible for
the peace of the district.  The forms are undis.
turbed, and they abuse us with less binerness
Peor people, how fust Satan has got hold of
some of them I”

It seemed best to find means to enable
him to open a basement shop in a suitable local:

who prompily leaned the moncy nceded, the
soung man giving his note- thercfor, payable in
sinall weekly instalments. At the same time the
socicty inserted % notice o1 the case in ats confi
dential monthly builetin to members, which
brought in orders for weaving.  Theve cnabled
him to meet every payment promptly, und nos
the younp man reporis that he has all the woik
he can attend to.  Thus a struggling young man
has been helped to independence and hept from
