CURRENT TRADE CONDITIONS.
ONIARIO.

Lumber of all kinds is being called for
to an exteat that1s regarded by the trade
as sausfaciory, particutaily when consider-
ation s given to the unfavorable weacther
condinons. There has been a steady
movement of stock from the mills by rail,
chuefly for local purposes, although some
shipments have been made to the Eastern
States. ltscems, however, that there 1s
sull an impression on .he part of consum-
ers that prices are too high, and that by
warting they are hikely to be able 1o eff:ct
purchases at lower figures. This opinion
presents a striking contrast to that held by
the umber wrade generally. The position
of white pine paiticularly 1s n favor of a
continuance of present prices, with a pos-
sible advance in certain sizes which are
nofie too plentiful. Two inch common

umbver 15" nOW Guoted' by some deaters

from fifty cents to one dollar higher than
a fortmght ago. Ten and twelve 'wnch
widths are also scarce and very firm.
Hardwoods are moving only in smatl lots.
Birch, elm and maple are very du'l of sale,
with a better demand for basswood and
oak. These wuuds are scarce and almost
certain to sell at higher prices before mud-
summer. There isa scarcity of dry hem-
lock, for which $9 1s asked at the null
Lath is strong, witir indications of higher
values. At the mill $2.75 15 being asked
for No. 1 pine, and $2.25 for No. 1 hem-
lock and spruce, and $1.50 for No. 2.
Shingles are quiet but sieady, $2.20 for
XXX at mall being the average quotation.
QUEBEC AND NEW BRUNSWICK.

No important change in the spruce
market has raken place since last issue.
As might be expested at this season of the
year, the volume of arders 1s increasing,
which 1s reflected 10 firmer prices. Clap-
boards are quoted at $30 10 $31 for extra
sprucc and $28 to $29 for clcar, on Bos-
ton rate of freight. New Brunswick cedar
shingles are selling on the basis of $2.90
1o 33.00 for exiras. Laths arein pood
request.  Logging operations are now
neannyg an end, after a satisfactory seas-
on. The cut of lugs on the St. Johnriver
has been about 95,000,000 feet, which 15
about equal to last year’s production, but
on the Miramichi the output has been
smaller.  Lumbermen are somewhat ap-
prehensive regarding driving operations.
There is only about two feet of snow in
the woods of the upper St. john and the
Miraauchi rivers, as compared with an
average of five feet in other years. Unless
there are unusual heavy rains_this spring,
i is feared that many logs will be hung
up.

UNITRD STATES.
Front a wholesale point of view the lum-

ber market of the United States 1s show-
ing more strength. Some large purchases
at upper lake pomnis have been made,
and 1t is estimated that about one-third
of the cut of the Dualuth Supetior il s has
been sold, while there is not more (han
25,000,000 feet of dry lumber remaimiy
on the docks at the head of the lakes
that s still unsotd. No. 3 boards are hetd
at $12.75 and No. 2 and better log run at
about $17. The Buffalo and Tonawanda
markets ppear to be somewhat unsettled,
cutting of prices having been resorted
to by one or two dealers. Without ex-
ception, however, all agree that the out-
look for the season’s wrade s quite promis-
ing, and that with miore favorable weather
ordeis will be placed quite hberally, It s
generally admidted that there will be a
large volume of building during the year.
Staustics of building operauons for Feb.
ruary in twenly one of the principal ciues
show an expenditute of $20,000,000, as
compared with less than $10,000,000 for
the corresponding month one year ayo.
The outlook bhas already caused an ad-
vance in the price of spruce randoms.
In Boston 10and 12 inch dimensions are
selling at $18 t0 $19, 9 inch and under at
$17, 1o and 12 inch random lengihs at
gls, and 2x3102x7, 10 feet and up, at

15.

There has been aslight revival 1n the
consumptive demand for hardwoods, but
the volume of trade is still small. Bass.
wood and oak lead, with ash, elm, maple,
and birch {oltowing in the order named,
Figures presented at the meeting of the
Wisconsin  Hardwood Lumber Associy-
tion held on the 12th inst. showed that the
stock of hardwood *umber at the mills 1n
Wisconsin was about 130,000,000 feet, as
against 125,000,000 fect one year ago.

GREAT BRITAIN.,

The news from the United Kingdom
are not of an encoutaging nature, The
high price of lumber and other materials
1s retarding building operations, and un.
til the consumption improves the lumber
market is not likely to show a matenally
stronger tone. Imiporters seem to be
afraid to venture upon forward buying un-
ul the stocks on hand have become furth-
er reduced.  On March st of this year
the stock of deals, boards, battens, etc.
inthe Surrey Commercial Docks, Lon.
don, were 37,000 standards, or abowm
70,000,000 feel, greater than at the cor-
responding peridd one year ago. In
Liverpool there is an excessive stock of
pitch pine, and a supply of birch tumber
much larger than the requirements de-
mand. The stock 15 114,000 cubic {eer,
as compared with 52,000 feet last year
and 43,000 feet in 18g9. Birch planks are
also plentifu!, 178,000 feet, as against 13,-
ooo fect one year ago. Elm and as‘h
umber have improved slightly dunng the
past month.  Ash is quoted at is. 8d to
3« 3d. per cubic foot, and elm a1 as, qd.
to 3s. 3d.

Sales of spruce deals for summes ship-
ment are beiny made orn the basis of Z8
155. per standard cif. for 3x 9 second
quality. A quantity of Oregon pine plank
was recently sold by auction at £9, but nt
