trade has been drifting up Yonge Street, and the location of
Dineen's palatial new build'ng, which has been erected at the cor-
ner cf Temperance and Yonge, is now generally indicated as the
ren centralpnt cf thDi great in str ct, and

dtint remain such. Dineen's new building %sne cf the
notable architectural ornaments of which Toronto mnay justly
boast. The building investnent of Messrs. W. & D. Dineen at
the corner of Temperance and Yonge Streets amouuts to over
$roe,oeo, and no expense was spared to have the interior finish
of every part of tbe building in keeping with the tasteful and
substantial elegance displayed in its handseomely-designed ex-
terior. The great hat and fur business of the firm occupies theentire store floor, with a lofty fur show room in the rear, finished
in gold and white, and open to the top of the second storey andencircled with a richly carved gallery containing plate-glass dis-
placases filled with finished fur garments. A handsomel-fin.
Csbe elcric passenger elevator communicates witb every Hoor.
The plate-glass store front takes in the entire Yenge Street and
aL goodâprt cf tbe Temperance Street frontage, and i. designed
in rc e cts c luxfer prism and stained glas work. The aide-
walk from the curb to the store line is laid in luxferprism squares,
to light up the lofty, roomy basement, which is divided into large

strje chambers and large fire, dust and metb-proof vaults.
T work roons are located on the top oat andembrace the
entire west half of the floor fronting on Temperance Street. The
remainder of the buildi i fitted up for twenty elegant offices,
equipped witb vaults =Zt9 latest appliances for steam beating
and e ectric igbting. Access to the 'offices in Dineens building
Win be by e tesselated vestibule entrance on Temperance
Street botb by the resner elevator and by a broad, easy
staircase. The build, a revelation of architectural elegance,
and the prestige of the famous old hat and fur bouse, marks the
new site as the fashionable hat and fur corner of Toronto.
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
