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matters, including urinary tests for albumen, sugar, etc., etc., comparative
values of certain foods, & complete dose table of drugs, a list of diseases
and their remedies, hints as to indications of pregnancy, recommendations
as to Post-mortem examinations, etc., etc. The brief mention above
gives but a faint idea of the many valuable departments of this new book.

The subjects are interesting and are written in such a manner as to
give a comprehensive idea of what is in the author’s mind. “ Warner's
New Therapeutic Reference Book must not be confused with “ Warner’s
Therapeutic Reference Book.” The latter has been discarded, the new
one taking its place. So many new features have been added and the
other parts entirely re-written to g great extent, that it may be termed a
new book,
