THE EXILES OF SIBERIA.

A GLIMPSE OF HOW THE CATHOLI¢ POLES AND
POLITICAL PRISONERS ARE TREATED IN RUS-
SIA ., —WHY NIHILISM 18 80 WIDE SPREAD—
Iy AN EYE-WITNESS.

Bzrux, Aog. 7, (1879.)—1f a person of sane
mind were to inform yuu of his or her intention
to spend a vacation in Siberla you would un-
doubtedly smile audibly, and opine that the
party making so audncious an assertion would
be a fit subject for the lunatic asylum. 8till
I am bound to confess that I have just return-
ed from a txip to that Arctic region, where I
made quite astay, in company with my friend
Robert Lemke, the eminent political econo-
mist, and o cstudent of political philosophy
than whom there is none more thorough and
more searching. We have been through the
land of the Nihilists, and however earnest we
might have beea in our desire to discover im-
portant information, oll our efforts would Lave
been in vain, had not ar influential Ameri-
can at Petersburg, whose name I have promie-
ed not to wention, given us such letters of
introduction that all portals were opened
wide to us and we saw and beard what only
a privileged fow have seen and heard for a
good many yvears. It is easily uaderstood
that the Russian Government, under the try-
ing circumstances of the present day, is not
very liberal in granting extended privileges
to newspaper men; and, had I travelled in
that capacity, I might have been denied ac-
cess to the sources from which I have drawn
the information about a good many things in
Rassia. The large cities, however, are not
the places for the accumulation of knowledge
such as we desired to get; and, auer idling a
few days at Moscow, St. Petersburg, and its
villegeatures, we started for the Siberia mines.

Uutil we came to Tobolsk there was still
some civilization aboutand acound us. But
after that we received a foretaste of the hor-
rors we were about to witness. For days we
dragged along in & miserable carriage with-
out meeting anything or anybody except the
lonely Government posts, with their stupid
« Starost’ and his subordinate Gussacks. At
last we saw in the distance a towering moun-
tain, and within its cleft side a colossal open-
iag, simar'to a pit of the volcano. From with-
in foul air aud disagrecable amells saluted our
nostrils, and for some time we bad to draw
our breath hard. With our pocket handker-
chiefs crammed into our mouths we entered
the gigantic mouth of the rock. From the
walls dirty water dripped down in large drops,
forming a little rivulet, which gathered in a
pool outside the entrance. Towards the east
and the north the territory rose as high as

'4,000 feet above the eea.. A chain,séveral

«We'are in front of the mine," eaid our
guide, pointing to & high iron ralling which
surrounded s long cave—its massive rails,
throngh the crevice of which hardly a rat
might have squeezed itself, being covered
with rust. The locks were fastened with
chalns of immense thickness and weight. A
guaurd made his appearance, and upon the
word of our guide he opened the lock but witha
great deal of strength was he enabled so far
to turn the railing upon its binges that we
could pass through into the interfor. We
stepped into & room which, although it was
large enough otherwise, hardly permitted a
full-grown man to stand upright, and was
Iighted only by a poor oil-lamp, which lelt all
surrounding things in darkness.

« Where are we 1" I asked the guide. “In
ths dormitory of the prisoners,” he answered.
«Formerly this was & well yielding lode ; now
we have made if, into a sleeping room.” e
shuddered. 'Phls subterranean cave, into
wh’ch neither sun nor moon could ever send
a ray of light, was ealled an apartment; and
in this terriple grave, the air of which was
pregoant with fearful miasms, the unfortu-
pates banished here by the unpitiable law of
despotismm were compelled to rest after the
dny’s work, upon a poor bed ofstraw! Into
the dripping walls of the rock, alcove-like
cells bad been hollowed ocut; and the entire
room gave the impression of sn enormous bee-
hive. Every cell harbors five prisoners dur-
ing one night; and above each of the singlo
cots a strong iron bar was fastened, to which
the unfortunate mortals were locked and
chuined like so many dogs. No door—no
window—no chair—no table—no shelving ;
evervwhere the naked rock and rusty iron!
The straw which served as a bed for the delin-
quents was wet aad halfrotten ; it looked and
folt liken mass of dung. A little bag filled
with straw served as a pillew ; a wet sheet,
made ot bag licen, as a coverlet. No bench—
no utensils of any kind. In one corner &
lamp faintly glimmered in honcr of the Ma.-
douna, whose image was fastensd above it in
an old gilt frame.

An insupportable dread overcame we in
gazing upon this picture of desolation and
misery, and. I drew along breath of relief when
we passed out of the ¢ dormitory” and into
another corridor, dark as the first one, but lesa
slippery. Everything was as quiet as a
graveyard until we reached an enormous cave,
in the centre of which stood a round table and
three benches. Several torches, fastened to
iron rings in the wall, served to lighten the
ball, in the ceiling of which I saw a window,
almost covered with iron bars, through which
a faint ray of daylight endeavored to peneo-
trate, and this wingled with the torchlight
produced an effect at once dismaland gloomy
beyond description. This was the mine pro-
per, and bere an infernal noise was heard,
caused by the pickaxes and hammers with
which the exiles were workiog the iron ore,
Betore us we saw several hundred ragged
creatures, with terrible rough long beards,
faces pale as death, or ofa sickly yellow, with
red-rimmed eyes, dragging beavy chains, rat-
tling them at every motion—the prisoners!
Not one looked healtby, and not one spake,
or sang, or whistled; they all worked in
silence, looking askance at us, and rattling
aguin their chains, which have heen put up-
onihem in the pame of justice! Many ef
them were barefoot ; & few wore the remnants
of shoes upon tbeir feet. The rags which
covered them were completely saturated with
the dripping water, 50 that they could not
give to the shivering bodies one atom of
warmth. Upon their beards I saw loog icicles,
and I sometimes watched one or the other
blow into his chilled hands or shake convul-
gively in the icy-cold air. I shall never for-
get the dreadtul scene; and, in contemplat-
ing it, I would imsgine for a moment that
mountain spirits were busy here at their hid-
den work; but the clanking of the chains,
the groaning of the prisoners, and the rough
cries of {he taskmasters soon recalled the
dreadful reality. The hammering and dig-
ging never ceased. Ifan exile attempted to
rest a little, the. sharp command of the over-
seer soon put him to work again; and there
was a foverish, unceasing activity. One of
the prisoners—a slight fine figure, the profile
of which showed extraordinary beaufy—ex-
cited our particular attention. With visible
exertion he swung his pickaxe, and his breath
came wheezing from his chest; but be could
not Jposen the stone, and sometimes his arm
fell Cespairingly to his.

We approached him. % Why are you here ?"
I asked ; Helooked up shyly, almost frighten-
ed, ard continued his work.

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THE ARTHABASKA HORROR !

Full Oonfession of the Marderer

Ample Particaiars Relating to the Com-
mission ef the Bloody Beed. '

The vell of mystery which enveloped the late
brutal murder at Bulstode, near Arthabaska,
has been removed by the confession of Cleo-
phas Lachance, who admits having committed
the awial crime, by which a promising young
woman was made the victim of one of the
most cruel and cold-blooded murders that
has ever taken place in the country. A post
mortem examination revealzd the fact that
death was caused by blows on the head in-
flicted by some blunt instrument, perhaps
with a stick of wood. The following iz the
prisoner's statement -.—

Cleophas Lachance made a statoment to
High Constable Bissonnette, in which he con-
fosses a8 fullows :—

On the 29th of March, after dinner, I left
my father's house and took the road leading
to the unoccupied house of one Babino for
the purpose of meeting Odile Destlets, whom
1 hud seen from the shed, when she was aboat
tive acres from her house. I met the
victim opposite the well whero the
murder was commnitted, and I usked ber to give
me a kiss; she refused, and pushed me away,
from the forco of which I full to the ground.
I then got up, and Lsing vexed, threw my-
self on her, struck her with my fist, and
threw Ler ou the ground, holding her by the
neck. I then drew my knife (the same one
Mr. Bissonnette has shown me) and, aa she
observed my movements, she pulled it out of
my bands. While I held her on the ground
with my bands and legs, sho cried: « My
God, he is pulling out his knife!" She said
this before taking the knifo out of my
bands, I succeeded in again gettting pos-
session of the knife, but npot betore 1
had cut my hands. I then stabbed her
on the neck with the large blade, and it is
the wound then inflicted that appeared at
the examiuation bofore the Coroner and
Magistrate. When she had received the
wound, she tried to get up, but 1 pushed her
back on the ground and weut for a piece of
board (produced in Court) to which a hinge
was attached. When I stabbed ber, as she
was about the centre of the road, I dragged
her close to the well in order that she might
not escape from me, It wasthen that I
split the piece of wood, and returned
to the spot whore the girl was lying
near the well, 'This piece of wood was
the cover of the woll and I broke it
with my hands. When I returned to the
girl with the piece of wood she was lying on
the ground om her right side, her hend
Leing near the well and her feet
poiating to the roud, I then struck her with
the pioce of wood an thae left temple, near the
right eye, upon which sho moaned #o heavily
that she might have been heard at Urbain
Babino's house, if anybody occupied it. I
again struck her with the wood ou the left
gtde of the head, holding the weapon in
both hande. She put her left hand on her
head where I had struck her, and ber hand
remasined in her hair.  She did not make
auy movement, and 1 took her to the well,
into which I threw her hend foremost. I
pushed her legs down. in order to hide
them from sight. She then made a motion,
and raised her legs a dlatance above the top-
of the well, when I pushed her down agaia.
Her bat and shawl were in the read, and-
I put them in the well, spreading:
the shawl over her and placing the hat to one-
side. I thea got pieces- of boards, which I’
placed over her in the well, and I next took..
three cedar posts which I placed standing up
1n the well over thebody. 1 left the body in.
the well and started to go in the direction of
my fathor’s house. L had got but half an.,
acre when I ran back twice to seeif the body:
moved, and, seeing thore was no stir, I went:
to the barn about eight acres from -the road;.
where I washed my hands. Afterthe murder
at the well I observed that mp hands weres
cut. On my coat thore was some . blood...
Part of the blood was from- the body of the.
deceased and part from the woundson mjy’
hands. When I observed that my hands.wera
bleeding 1 put them in.my pants pockeis..
When I had washed my bands.I went.out o712
tho highway, and proceeded.to the bare of m'y
brother, Joseph Lechauce, in. order tacalin
my nerves. 1t wes.then.that I saw the Re.v.
 Cure Lessard, just as I was leaving the bwrmn.
I am ‘satlsfied that [ have made this de~
' claration of everything aonnected with the
'case, a8 1 have been anxious to make this
confession for several days, but I couldnot
bring mysslf to do-so, but now I am saf lafied ,
that I have confbssed: this crime fn orfier to
1emove any euspicion agalnst inniocént:
parties. In making this declaration/I have
taken a load off my consoience, and the'state- .
ment i8 made of my ows free will, anud with-
out threats or promises, but at my requestio
Mr, Bigsonnette.”
