THE LAND COMMISSIONERS.

Loxpox, July 12.—Last night Sir 8, Nosth-
cote severely condemned the attack upon Mr.
Forster by the lrish members as abusys of the
right to wova an ndjournment, inconsistent
with fair rules of party warfare, aud desvrv
ing of geucral reprobation and gemersl dis-
svowal,

Clauso 25 of the Laund BEill passed.
reaching clauso 206,

Mr. Cempbell (Liberzl) moved an amend-
ment imposing &8 & preliminary condition
that arrangements for promotiog emigration
be dependent upon obtaining suflicient
security for the money advarced.

Mr. Gladstone did not object to the amend-
ment, but believed its priaciple was fully
provided for in & subsequent part of the
clause. It was innccurate to suppose that the
Conadisn Government contemplated the
mere emigration of laborers, but the emigra-

tion of familivs was expected, and that pro-

vision shall be made for them of means for
their maintenonce as was done in Ireland. He
did not view favorably the decreaso of popula-
tion, but the Government felt it their duty,
under the circumstonces in which Ireland was
placed, to provide assistance fur those dosiring
to emigrate.

Mr. Campbell's amcodment was rejected.

Lospox, July 13.—In the House of Com-
mons Isst nigbt 0'Dounell (Home Ruler) de-
claimed against the proposal to depopulate
an alreudy under-populated country, uand
pledged the Irish members not only to ob-
struct the emigration clause in the Land Bill,
but to make it ridiculous and inoperative if
passed.

Richard Power (Home Ruler) said the
Irish members could use every form in the
Bouse to prevent its introduction into the
Bill.

Mr. Parnell and other members appealed to
the Government to withdraw the clause.

Sir 8. Northcote loped the Government
would not give up the clause, which he re-
garded as a valuable portion of the Bill.

The end of July i wow mentioned as the
tlme thv Land Bl will reach the House of
Lords. Kven that can only be nccomplished
by the nbandonment of the emigration pro-
visions, which it is belisved the Government
nov contemplate. The end of August will
probably tind Parliament still sitting.

Loxpox, July 14.—The amendment of Mr
Forster, omitting the words “ Canada” from
the emigration clause of the Land Bill, was
adopted. Mr. Parnell ndvocated the Uaited
States us o fisld for mesisted emigration.

Mr. Trovelyav, Secretary of the Admiralty,
gaid there were nine French irou-clads on
the African coast, including six first-class.
Admiral Seymour bas six on the Mediter-
raean, which were quite sufficient to cope
with the French nine. (Cheers.) Englsnd
hop, busides, in the Chaunel squadron four
lron-clads and nine coast-guardships.

Nr. John Bright complainud of the Irish
obstruction agafnst the Lund Bill, and said
the Irich members dared not vote against
the emigration clause.

Mr. Patnell protested against Mr. Bright's
statemout. He Intended to vole against the
cluuse himself, Mr, Parnell asked Mr.
Gledstone what limitation the Goverrment
Frovosed to placs on the emigration vxpendi-
uro,

Clause 26 wus finally possed at 3. 30 a.m.,
126 to 23,

Mr. Lvamy (Liberal and Homo Ruler)
moved 1o Teport progress.

Mr. Gladstons then envrgetically attacked
the Homy Rulers, who sought, by obstruction
to the Emigration clause, to re-establish
their damaged teputation as true frionds of
Ireland (tremendous applauge). The House
bad sat daily, witnessing wish indescribable
pain the success of a small bandfal of mem-
bers, and the degradation irflicted upon thia
noble essembly, which for generatious had de-
fended the right of the minority., An in-
siguificant minority were nttempting, by
Inere parsistence of words witheut thonght, to
Prevent the deliberate convictions of the
House, and take the legislative fuuctions out
of the hands of the majority to replace them
In the power of the minority. The Houae
must now choose betwesn succumbing to
attompts made with such unblushing open-
ness and carrylng tbe clause to a definite
conclusion st this sitting. (Tremendous
<Sheers, )

Progresa was then reported, and the House
Was counted out at 340 am. It s stated
that the Ministors had arranged to sic all
night, to pass the Emigration clause if neces-
:;ry. The feeling of indigpation agalnst

Loxpox, July 16.—The House of Commons
hag eliminated all mention of particular
localities from the emigration clause of the
Land bill. The total to be expended on emi-
gration is limited to £200,000—not more
than o third to be expended in a single year,

Lowpox, July 15 —~The House of Commons
to-day made unexpected progress on the [rish
Land bill. In committes of the whole the
37th clause of the bill was reached, and its re-
maining clauses are of so unimportant a
character that their passing may be very
speedy, and the bill may be reported for its
third reading any day tbis week. It is now
the middle of July, and only four weeks re-
muin before grouse shooting begins. The
country members and the majority of all
others are anxious to get away by that time.

Loxnpox, July 16.—The House of Commons
last npight reached clause 42 of the Land
bill.

Loxpon, July 18.—Mr. Gladstone announc-
ed that the Commissioners under the Land
Bill would be as follows :—Sergeant O'Hagan,
Edward Falconer Lytton (Liberal member of
Parliameut for Tyrone) and John E. Vernon.
The Home Rulers received the last name
with prolonged groans.

Mr., O’Donnell will divide the House on
each neme. Mr, Vernon is Lord Pembroke’s
agont, and well-known in Ireland.

Clauses 42 to 45 of the Land Bill were
presed end the discussion on the 46th clause
wag begun when Mr. Gladstone moved to re-
port progress. The Opposition and Home
Rulers opposed the motion until Mr. Glad-
stone explained that the object was to allow
the House to go into Committee of Supply,
Mr, Gladstoue's motisn wes carried, 116 to
58.

Mr. Gladstone apnounced that the Scotch
Eadowment Bi!l would be persavered with
aud thy Bankraptey Bill abandoned.

MR. BIGGAR AND THE CANADA
PACIFIC R.R.

Loxpox, July 16.—MMr. Biggar (Home Ruler)
in yesterday’s debote on the emigratiou
clause of tho Land Bill attacksd the promo-
ters of what he cafled lund jobbing com-
panies in the colonies, and in dealing with
the Cenada Pacific Railway Company, which
is represented by Mr. H. 8. Notthcote, son of
Sir Stafford Northeote, aud member for Exeter,
accused that gentlomun of being nssociatsd
with swindlars, Mr. Northeote to-day made
a perconal statement, He sald the com-
panies be represented were not swindlers,
The directors were honest men. One of them,
Sir Johin Rose, was the son of s gentleman
well known to mary members of the House.
Sir John was an ex-Finance Minister of
Canada, and a gentleman of high honor and
integrity. Awnotber was Mr. Greenfall, a
member of the firm of Glyn, Mills, & Co,
“The President of the Company,” said
the epenker, “ has been for many years at tho
bend of abanking compeny in Montreal, is a
counection of mine by marriage, and a gentle-
man of the most stainless honor. The other
members of the Company are gentlemen
against whose character not one word was
brenthed in the Dominion Parliament when
the Pacific Railway contract was under dis-
cussion. 1 do not wish to say anything per-
sonally offensive to the member for Cavag,
or do anything more thaa clear the character
of my associates”

Mr. Biggar replicd that he was justified in
saying what he did. He continued :—s It ig
netorious that the great bulk of ths promoters
of public companies in the city are simply
adventurers. Thst {8 my opinion: Ithink I
was thoraughly justified in saying the fact that
the Company was promoted in Losdon for the
purpose of land jobbing in Camada proved
that its original promoters, whouver they
were, ware persons of a dishounest character.
I simply intended to convey that idea, and 1
think I wos justified in doing so. ‘The mom-
ber for Exuter i3 duped by designing persors
who have used his name wsnd hiph character
for the purpose of promoting their dishonest
ends.”

With this the subject dropped.

He has hitherto been
director of the Aurore, the organ of the Vati-
can,

A portion of Archbishop Tascherean’s
staff, accompanying him on his pastoral tour,
were nearly run down by a passing schooner
ou-Fridey, while crossing from L'Iglet to
Grosse Isle.

Papal bulls for the consecration of Dr. Mc-
Mullen, of Chicago, as Bishop of Davenport,
have arrived, and the ceremony will take
place in the Cathedral of tne Holy Name, on
Monday, July 25.

The body of Pope Pius IX. was removed
from St. Peter’s to the church of Sun Lor-
epz0, according to his wishes, ot 12 o'clock
July 12th. An immense number of mumbers
of the Catholic Association followed the body
with torchea.

The Pope has written privately to King
Humbert, compiaining bitterly of ths coadunct
vl the Government in not preventing the ro-
cent disturbancy, and declaring that hoe will
protest, in the face of Europe, in regardio the
position occupied by the Pontifl at Rome.

Onmt.—A good many ot our readers who
were acquainted with the Rev. Father John
Conlon, £, P., will regret to learn that that
much beloved and genirl gentlemen died at
Keeseville, N. Y., last Friday. He was a
first cousin of our well-known townsman, Mr,
Richard MeShane., Requiescat in pace.

The Holy Father, at an audience of the
Secretary of the Sacred Congrezation of
Briefs, ordained that for the future the In-
dulgeunce of 50 days granted to those who de
voutly kiss the foot of the small statues of St.
Peter should boe available only once a day.
"I'his indulgence is referred to iu the Raccollu,
p. 302 (Rom. Ed.). (8. C. Briefs, 27 Apri),
1880.)

The Sacred Congregation of Rites has under
examination the cause of Blessed Hilarion,
Priest and Martyr. He was born at Espalion,
in the diocese of Rodez, France, und
flourished ut the time of Charlemunge, being
a disciple of the great Alcuin. He died by the
huuds of the Suracens, and in the land of his
birth his memory has been held in great
veneration down to the present day.

The death is auuounced of the Right Rev.
Dr. Danell, Catholic Bishop of Southwark.
Dr. Danell was in his sixtieth year, and his
deuth was very unexpected. Ho was ordained
in 46, being sunt to the mission of St.
George's, Southwark, and on the doeath of
Bishop Grast, in ‘71, he was consecrated
Bistop of the diocese, which comprises Surrey,
Borkshire, Hampshire, Kent, Sussex, the
Xslands of Wight, Guernsey, J ersoy, aud the
adjacent islands.

The New York Sun says: Wm. G. Pownall
and Miss Lizzie Wells, both of them deaf
mutes, were married in the Church of S8,
Peter and Paul, in Becond street, Brooklyn,
recently. "The groom is a member of the fim
of UWarvey and Pownall, art stained glass
works, 469 Hudson Avenue, Brocklyn. Ho
is woll to do, u mau of educatiou, snd not
more than 28 years old.  Soon after his ar-
rival in this country from Loudon a yueur or
two ago he became a teacher of a class of deaf
mutes in 8. Francls NXavier's Sunday school
iu tuis city. One of his pupils was iliss
W.lls, with whom he thus first bhacamne
acquainted. She was ably to hear and to
spoak uatil she was five years old. Shethen
had a fall which destroyed her bearing, and
upon this misfortuae followed loss of speccl.
Her parents subsequuntly sent her to be
educated in the Buflalo deaf mute institu.
tion. Last Moy she romoved trom thiscity
to Brooklyn and bLecame a member of Fr,
Malone's church of §3. Puter and Paul.

Tho first funera] in the bJMidhurst distriet
with Catholic rites, sirce the change of re-
ligion in England, took place lately in the
churchyard attached to Woolbeding Church,
The deceased Catholic was a native of Ire-
lund, but had not seen his native land for
forty years. He had reached the advanced
aze of 97 years, many of which had been
spent in the neighborhood. The Protestant
rector of Woolbenivg, who isa son-in-law of
the late Denn Hook, of Chichester, with the
rural-dean of the district, witneseed the cere-
mopy. It was s singular sight to see u
Catholic priest walking in advance of ihe
vollin to the sound of the Protestant chureh
bell, which, by the courtesy of the recior of
the parisb, was tolled during thy arrival and
the proccesion of the body tn the grave.
Woolbed{ng is one of the loveliost spotsin
the most romantic pnrt ol Western Sussex.
Qlose to tho churchyard stands the mansion
of the Iate Lord Nanerton, a brother of the
Earl of Carlisle.

The will, as contained in eleven different
papers, of His Holiness the late Pius IX, who
died on February 7, 1878, at the Palace of the
Vatican, Rome, has within the last fow days
been proved in London by William Walker,
the attorney of Raphael, Cardinal Monaco,
John, Cardinnl Simeoni, and Theodolphus,
Cardinal Merte), the universal heirs appointed
in the will, the personal ostato in England be-
fng sworn under £800. The full text of the
principal document was published at the time
of the death in the Italian papers, and under
this, atter making various bequests, the testa-
tor gives ome-third of the remainder of his

propeity to Luigi Mastal, one-third to Ercole

Magtei, and one-~third to Anna Arsili, doughter
of VirginiaMastal. By the subsidiary papern
or codicils there are legacies, principally of
relics, plctures, and crucifixes, to the King of
Naples, the Duchess-Dowager of Modena,
the Grand Duke of Tuscany, the Duka of Patr-
m3, Don Alfonso di Bourbon, Count di
Ohiambo, the Princess of Thurn and Taxis,
Queen Isabella of Spain, and others; and to
several churches and charitable institutions,

Surrogate Calviu, of New York, rendered a
decision refusing to admit to probate the will
of Caroline A. Merrill, who dled leavingan
estate valued at $500,000. The will is dited
May 2, 1871, and is witnessed by Cyrus W.
Field and Banj. Cartwright. After bequeath-
ing small sums to relatives, she gave $50,000
to the New York Hospital, $50,000 to Cardi-
nal McCloskey or his successor, and the rosi-
due of her estate to Bishop Bacon, of Maine.
Moses Taylor and R. Q. Rolsto were appoint-
ed executors. Bishop Bacon having died,
she executed a codicil in Rome on December
9, whereby she bagqueathed the residue of her
estate to Cardinal McCloskey, or should he die
before her to Rev. Thos. 8. Preston for chari-
table purposes. When the will was offered for
probate in 1878 it was contested by George
Merrill, a nephew and alleged adopted son,
and by others next of kin, no nearer than he,
putting in issue the mental capacity and free-
dom of restraint of the decedent. Tostimony
was taken by a commission in Earope and in
the West, und after thirty-eight sessions were
held the case was submitted in the summer
of 1830. The Surrogato finds that the will
and codicil were executed by the decedent
while Inboring under an insaue dolusion as to
the charascter and conduct of her nephew,
Gao. Merrill, Had it been admitted Cardinal
McCloskey would have received over S300,-
000.

1It,” snys
Father Wrigley, « ia quite cortain that uuder
existing circumstances ihs children can.
not grow up Roman Catholics in the
schools of the Union. In the
year 1880 a numerously signed requisition
Rigned by tho Catholic ratepayers of the
Union, was presented to the Guardians, Tho
requisitionists called on the Board to {ollow
the example of twenty-eight out of thirty-
four Loudon DBoards, and under the Act of
Parlinmeat passed for this pnurposs, transfer
the children to certified Catholic schoola, It
app-ars that within the limits of the Union
sre three spleadid Outholic Industrial Schools
—one for girls, aud two for boys. To obviate
all pecuniary questions the schools ure ready
to admit the children at a sum as little as or
less than they now cost the ratepayers. T'he
Guardiang had, however, the inconceivable
meaanness sud bigotry to rvefuse to accedo to
this proposition, und the Catholic children in
the waorkhouse are now growing up without
raligious instruction, as the clargy found it
would only bu a farce to continue the at-
tempt. We recommend the case to tho eir-
nest attention of all Catholte M Py, and espe-
cially to Count Mnore, the constant friend and
protector of the Irigh Catholic poor in Kng-
lish Workhouses,—Athole Times,

THE BODY OIF POPE PIUS IX.
REMOVING 1T FROM BT. PETER'S TO THR CHURCH
OF SAN LORENZ0— DISGRACLFUL SCENE,
Rowmr, July 13.—At twelve o'clock last
night the hody of Pope Pins JX. was re-
moved from its resling place in 8t, Pcter’s to
the tomb provided tor it in the Church of San
Lorenza. Immediately after his death
the body of the Iate I‘opy, encased
in several cofling, one within tho other, was
elevated to a niche prepared for it high up
on the wallg of one of the chupuls of St
Peter’s. Mezuwhile, in accordrace with his
will, & pimple aud inexpensive tomb had been
propared as its last resting place, under the
altar of the Church of San Lorenzo, which i
some distence from the Vatican. Pins IX
had certain tender reminiscences conuected
with thi¢ church, snd wished the body to ro-
posa thero. The tomb in the Church of San
Lorec:zo has been comnpleted for some tirag,
but for reasons satisfactory to hils executors
the removal of the body was postponed until
Inkt night, During the day the stoues form-
ivg the outer door of the pichs were
removed, and soon after suvset the coffin was
drawn ont and let down to the pavoment of
tho cuapel. A careful watch was preservea
over it until the all the urrangements were
complete, At midnight the colflia was car-
ried from the chapel, and placed upon a bier
drawn by horees. 'I'ne bier was surronrded
by a lurge body of priests beuring lighted
candles, and was followed by an immenss
numbor of members of Catholic associations
with torches, "T'he sceme was solemn and
sombre in the extrome. Hardly had the pro-
cession lett thesteps of 5t. Petor's than a num-
ber of youny ronghs swarmed around it hust-
ling the priests, endeavoring to extinguish
the candles and to overturn tho bier, and
shouting, nLong live Italyl” «Down with
the Popel” «Away with the black gowns,”
and so on. The disturbance became so great
that the city authorities wers compelled to
intervene. The police force proving inade-
quate, some companies of soldiers were sont
for. The military soon dispersed all who did
not belong to the cortege, and the procession
moved on to its destination, The ceremony
of plaving the body in -the tomd at San

Lorenzo was compl ted before daylight,

Rowg, July 16.—Cardinal Jacobini told
the Ambassadors and Ministers accredited
to the Vatican that the Popu desirod them
to inform their Governments how deeply
pained he was at the insult offered the body
of the late Pius IX. Henceforth he must
consider himsalf more than evor a prisoner
in the Vatican, and prevented from attending
religious services in uny Basilicas of Rome,
Jacobini read a circular to the Papnal Nuncios
sbrond,which 1s to behanded to the respective
Ministers of Foreign Affairs. Part of the
Pope's messaga reluting to religious survices
in the Basilicas confirmed the assertion that
bad the Lody of Pius IX. been peacefully re-
moved the Pope would have found an early
occasion for} passing the doers of thu
Vatican.

Six men were fined and imprisoned for
aisturbing the funcral procession of Pius IX.
There was great disorder at the trial, and the
Court was clearad twice. The sentences
weore received with ehouts and hisges, A
crowd of throe thousand cheered tho prison.
ers when coming cut of Court, and fol.
lowed them shouting, « Down with
tho Olericals!” Soldiers dispersed the mob,
which re-nssombled at the office of one of the
Clerical newspapers, tore down the bulletins,
and started for the ratlway station to protest
to the King and Queen, just arriving from
Naples, but the police provented a demonstra-
tion.

Sin :—1eing a partiZipator in  James
Stuphous’ rvescue from Richwmoud Prison, 1
will give a plain, truthful statemont of
all  the facts, not comprowmisng any-
tody now within the reach of tho DBritish
iovernmeat, To the truth of this state-
ment I am prepared ot any timoe to
make aflidavit. John J. Bre=lin and Daniel
Byrnes, now residing in New Yark, wery at
that tiine Wardens in tho prison; they hoad
charge of the inside arrangements for the ro-
leass.  Innd thicteen others, armed with re-
volvers and daggers, acting under ordoers, ns-
sembled ot the v Bleeding Horso” liquor
store, near the prison.

At 11 o'clock at night we concenled our-
selves in o ditch outside the walls, where wo
Iny unmtil 1.45 a,m., having orders to let
nobody pass after 12 o'clock until Stephens
wis resctied ; to usv only deggers, not rovolv-
ers, unlers absolutely necessary, Upon a pro-
concerted sgignal from friends insido, we

hoisted a rope ladder at 1:15 to the
walls, by which Jawmes Stephens pgot
over. Having succeeded in the relenss, rix

of us acted as a special guard, the remainder
keeping within supporting distance bulind,
I will give tho uames of rome of these six,
who are alive and out of reuch of British
tyranny : John Devoy, Denis Dugen (one of
the Catalpa rescuers), Col. Thomng Kelly,
all now living iu New York city, aud
myrelf.
Being one who took part in the Funian
moveraent, 1 feel it incumbent upon mo to
uny that tho honosty and sterling patriotism
of famus Stephens aro unquestionable. 1 de-
cline to enter into any discussion of his lead-
erghip, nod I fesl perfectly anfe in sayiog that
every one acquainted with Fenisnism would
laugh to ccorn the iden of Jumes
Stephens being a  DBritish  spy.  Poor
map, after o lifotime devoted to his
conutry, he gets for his rewnrd the title
of a Britlsh epy; but, thank Gad, thers
is not a patriotic Irishmau in the world, al-
though difturing with him on roms points,
but would stuke bis lite that James Stephens
would never betray him, although a poor man
to-day.

created by the Bill should by piaced fn the
hands of men notorious for their leanings
towards tho popular side, the lnndlords would
at ance sot themselves to defoat the mensure
and thoe result might be fraught with peril,
not only to the Bill itself but to the peace of
the country.
It is suid to-dny on pretty good anthor-
ity that the thres membors of the Court
will be Tord Monck, Mr. Justice Barry
and Mr. William Shaw, M. P. for the County
Cork.

whom ure afilicted with blindness; but pro—~
bubly no man in his station in Ireland enjoys
thorespect nnd estoemn  of the zeneral public
in a greater degreo than Lord Mounck., Mr,
Justice Barry is nlso an uxtremely popular
man forsn Irish Judge. lleis a Limerick
muen  and  obtained an intimate know-
ledge of the land question while he
went the Munster circuit and as Solicilor.
General and Attorney-General for Ireland
in 1869-'70. He represented Dunpgarvan in
the Houso of Commons for four years, and
wag considered the best autbority in the
three kingdoms, next to the lute Chief-Justice
Whiteside aud Mr. Butt, upon the Irish
gystem of land tenure. Mr. Shaw of Cork
(who hesitates about accepting the posi-
tion), has long been idontified with the
land question as an oarnest and cousistent
chamnion of fixity of teouro aud compensas
tion for disturbrenee.  His letters, pamphlets
nnd speechos upon the subjuct have been ot
inestimable value to Mr. Uladstoce in per—
facting the Land Bill, Mr. Shaw is a man of
larze meaus, being a consiiderable landowner
and Chairman of the Munster Bank .

The l.and Court. or Land Commission as it
is termed in the Bill, is tho Appullate Court
to which landlurds and tepants may appeal
from the decisions of the Civil Bill Courts,
and it also possesses very extensive powers
to holp tenants to buy their boldings by ad-
vances up to three-quarters of the price, and
by purchasing estates ond re-selling to
tenants,
