.Lonpax; Sept. 10.—In the House of Commons
to-day, Mr. John G. Gibson, solicitor-general

Laterin the sitting Mr, Sexton appealed to
the Government to give such jistification as
they rould for the murderous acts at Mitchells-
town yeiterday. ‘It was beyond doubt,” be
said, *‘that the bloodshed had resulted fron the
wanton attacks of ap srmed force uprn a hody
of citiz-na (ngaged in the exercise of their un-
doubted constitutional right of public meeting,
Qu every previous occasion applicarion had been
made for the ace-mmodation of Government re-
ports, and had never bern refused. This time
po application wss made, but another courze
was adupted, whose apparent object was: to ex-
cite the pa-sions of t e psople and provoke
them to vivl-mee.” (Pamneilite cheers) Who
ord-red the firing? What steps had been taken
10 ids ntify the men who comm ttedthemurders?
The catustrophe was the inevitable result of the
language and acts of the Goverument, who bad
found 1t eatier to begin than toend theconflict.”
(Cheers )

Mr. Balfour replied that Mr. Sexton h:d
given aa accouzt of the affair more minute and
de ailed than ary he could lay befure the
House, but which ditf-red in every vital and
subgtantinl particular from the accounts the
Government had received. The Government
reporter, said Mr. Balfour, under an escort of
police, attempted to appreach the vebicls from
which the speakers were going to addrees the
‘people. .

If this account was true, as he be-
lisved it was, there never had been a more
wanton or brutal attack upon the police, (Re-
newed ch ers.)

Mr. Balfcur said he had riven the substance
of the reports telegraphed to him, Fifty-four
of the police were s'ruck and twenty of them
severely injured. The men did no more than
their duty io resorting to their means of defence
as a last nece:sity. The respomsibility rested
with a band of politicians, calling themselves
leaders of the Irish people, who spoke of
Government reporters asspies. If those persons,
instead of ta'king about constitutional agitation,

DENOUNCING THE GOVERNMENT.

Drpriy, Sept. 12.--Messrs. Labouchere,
Hooper, Brunner and other members of 1’arlia-
ment addres:ed a meeting in Cork on Saturday,
called to denounce the action of the Govern-
ment, Michael Davitt spuke at a meeting io
Dublio yesterday, He declared that hs would
adopt every word snd meaning of Mr. O"Brien's
speech at Mitchellstown, l.ishmen would de-
serve the contempt of the world if they allowed
themselves to be hunted from their cabiss like
beast. He complained bitterly against the con-
stabulary fur slaying their own kith agd kin in
cold bluod, even without a word of command
from their officers, If theslumbering embers of
retaliatory vengeance were fired as in 1881 he
hoped they would not be to blame, for any evil
wrought upon Irelnnd would fall upon the
instigation of the Mitchellstown massacre,

NOTHING LESS THAN MURDER.

The Daily News speaking of the occurrsuce of
Mitchellstown says: ‘‘the more we examiune into
the tragedy, the more evident it becomes that it
was nothin,, less than murder by persoos un-
known. The ominous silence of the Govern-
ment and its agents on the question of responsi-
bility is one of the worst featurcs in the case,
What are we to expect but crime answerin
crime and devilish outrage following devilial
repression.

THR POLICE'S BRUTALITY.

LoxnoK, Sept, 12,—Mr. Lsbouchers, in a
long letter describing the affair at Mitchelis.
town Bays, whea he entered the barracks
he found that thg police had dragged two men
inside and were besting them with bludgeons.
They lay faco d wnward. Mr, Dillon had the

greatest  difficulty in preventing the
chief constable from rushing out of
the barracks with bhis men and shoot-

ing right and left. All were in a state
of the ereatest excitement, There were but
few people around the barracks. The police
were perfectly safe. It is reported that the
carman killed had the previous day refused his
vehicle to the police. Mr. Labouchere says
that never in hiy life did he come across se
offensive a specimen of an officinl with brute
force at his back as Head Constable Brownrigg.
