FAREWELL.

The following ia & copy of the address pre-
gented Rev. -Father Walshe Friday after-
noon cn hehalf of the congregatfon of St.
Francois Xavier church on the oosasicnot his
departure for his parish at Frankfort. The
address, as stated yesterday, was accom-
panied by a purse containing $520 : —

Father Walshe, Reverend and Dear Sir :

Though we knew, about seven months ago,
that your stay with us would be but temporary,
-it ianevertheless with feelings of regret that
we find the time of your separation has arrived.
It is true you were not & stranger to us when
you came to take the place of our reverend pas-
tor, the Very Rev, Dean Gauthier. During his
nbeenge we ave, however, realized how little
we knew of you till then, a8, by yout zeal, your
untiring energy and many good aad superior
qualities, you have not only become acquainted
lwu:h us, but son have wan our eateem aud our
ove,

Your .labors during the last seven months
have been arduows an of a peculiar
eharnctpr;pecnliar because you were neither
our parish prisst nor curate ; arduous because of
their exteat, and the results show how well you
have achieved them and how admirably quali-
fied you have proved youreelf in ditcharging
them, and it is indesd with pleasure that we
can besr teztimony to our beloved Deau that
during his absence you have conducted the
affairs of vhe parish with a maaterly haad and
marvellous saceass.

You bave, in tact, become one of us, You
have not on{y dene what wes strictly necsasary,
b you have asaociated yourself with overy-
Mung in your power which would enhance the
geniwal good of the congregation, such as advis-
ing means to procure funds for our new hos-
pital, enconraging and aidivg our QCatholic
Mutual association, both from the pulpit ard
out of it, and numerous other things not neces-
eary to mension.

P'easurs is assuring you that you will convey
with you the' love and estecm of us all, and to
show you our sincerity we know of no more
ofiective way than by doing so substantially.

The 88,
Admiral will arrive at tho mission wharf,
Restigouche, on the 26:h inst., bringing from
the Lower Pravinces the many friends who
have so kindly promised to assirt, Oa Fri-
day, the 27:h, the Benediction will take place
at 10 o'clock, amd in course of the
day the steamer will leave for Dalhautie,
from whence, on the mornipg of Sa-
turday, the trip will be made down
tne Bay to Gaspé Basia. The price of the
passage from Resrigoncho to Gasp¢ Basin and
return is only $4, and the rate of fare on
the railroad from Quebeo and baok $6.66,
good for five days,i.e, from the26'h to the
3iat July. The train will leavs Levis at 8
o'clock on the morning of the 26:b, arriving
st Campbelitan in the evening at 7 o'clock.
Sreamera will b2 in readiness to convey
across the Rasticouche Rlver that evening
and the followizg morniog all travellers.
Tae ateamer, on the retura trip, will leave
on Monduy in time for the departara of
the train up.

A PACKED COMMISSION.

The Torles Choose a Trihunal of Thelr Own
10 Couslder -the **Times* " Chargey
Against Paraell — The Irlsh
Leader Refuses to Accept
the Bill Without
JExplanations.

LoxpoX, July 16,—Ia the Houss of Com-
mous to-day Attorney-(General Webster as-
perted thut he had nesther received ner given
the Goverument sny information in reference
to the case of @’Donnell againat the Times.
Mr. Sexton asked whether the attorney-gen-
eral was not consulted in prepariog the mo-
tion or framiog the bill in regard to the com-
miseion of enquiry into the Pimes’ charges,
(Hear, hear,) Mr. Smith answered that the
bill {a drawn, and there has been no necessity
to consnlt the attorney-general, (Coneerva-
tive cheers.)

Mr, Parneil expreesed dizeatisfaction with
Mr, Smith’s explanation, and for the purpoze
of obtaining & full debate of the subject he
moved an adjournment of the house, The
Speaker declared the motion out of order and
that to proseed with a debate when a motion
in relation to the same quesiion was already
recorded wonld be a violation of the rules,
Mr. Gladetone here ssked if a vote on the
motion for loave to introduce a bill tor the
sppointment of a commirsion of enguiry
wonld be taken to-night,

Mr, Smith said he hoped it woald, but if it
was propoeed it could not be. It is for Mr.
Parnell to say, he sald whether he accepts
the proposals of the Government., We do not
desire to debate tho bill, If the proposals
ore received coples of the bill will be imme-
diately olrculated amopg members, I will
then fix & time for the second reading, buk I
must frankly say that I will not make any
arrangements for dobatiog a bill of this kind.
L certaluly witl not occupy the time of the
house at any length in discussing the measure.

The Parnellite members here left the house
to consult on the course to pursue. Mr. Par-
nell was interviewed in the lobby, and stated
that the position assumed by the Govornment
wss intolerable and unheard of, They had
offered nim as an alleged criminal a $ribunal
of their own chooting and constituted in =zc-
cordance with their own views, but had
sought to debar him from debating their
position, merely asking him to accept or
refuse, Who ever heard of a man acoused of
a orime being called upon to approve of the
court proposed totry him? Mr, Parnell said
he must examine every possible bearing of
the bill before he would permit it to proceed
ia the house,

After mildnight Mr. Smith formally moved
that the Hounse permit the introduction of the
bill. Alr. Parnell ross to o;n)foae the motion.
Heo expressed snrprise that Mr. Smith shonld
male auch a motion without desiring to make
an explanstion. (Applaunse,) Aftor inform.
ing Mr, Balfour «hat he might suppress his
tll-timed levity, Mr. Yarnell proceeded :—— I
the letters are gomnine, I am not an honor-
able but 'a dishonorable member, and it
is for me, to Bay whethar to accept the
bill or sot. He wanis me to aacept the bill
without knowing the mames of the jury or
judgea seleoted by him, Why shonld I trust
kim ? I know hiz party and his attorney
.have -made themselvea accomplices to the
{foul libels, (Cries of Oh ! oir! and cheers.).
How oan I trust him to do me justice, I can-

not to-night eay whather T accept or reject it,

Lt appears to me the Government desires to
put the cart before the horse, to keep the
yues:ion of the suthentioity of the forged let-
ters in the backgronad, but I shall give no
chines to the hon. member to back out of it,
and if I fiad on examining the details of the
bill in committee that they fail to eneure
the fair enquiry which I demand [ ehail
claim my right, Mr, Parcell was hers in-
terrupted by loud laughter from the Coz-
eorvatives, leading the Speaker to cry loudiy
8 Qriler, order,” while a Parnellito was heard
to ahous : *“ Sure, they're only a pack of
ciadg ! Amidat the excitement one of the
mambers rose for the purpose of naming the
c{fendlog member, but ths Speaker ignored
ths mutter. Mr. Parnell then continued,
saying : ' I shsl! cluim my right to enforce
tho judgment of the Houee on those details,
but tor the prevent I decline to argne with
Mr. Smith.” (Cheers,)

Mr. Smith, replying, aaid that he had
glven in the terms of the motion the folleat
description of the measure, and that on the
second reading the Parncllites would have
an adequoate chance of discursing the
measure, 58 also In committee, when the
pnames of the judges would be given. R<ply-
ing to Mr, Sexton, Mr. Smith promised that
the bill would be printed on Wedneeday, and
that the second reading would be moved on
the following Monday. He expressoed the
hope that the debats would nct be prolorna:d,
Therenpon the bill waa read the firat ti~ .

Loxnox, July 10.—The death of .Jobhn
BIandeville has created & profound impres-ion.
He was & prisoner with William O'Brieo in
Tullamore jail, where they served a term, five
months each, erding his imprizenment laab
December, Their offenee waas the technical
illsgality, of preventing evictiona on the
Mitchelstown estate whereby they actually
saved to & large number of leass hold tenants
their farms.  Mandaville was a well to do
farmer, widely known, and remarkably
popular. He was of giant stature and as brave
as he wasmodest to a drgres. O 'Brien was
much affected by the news of bis companion’s
death, and of the two men none would have
suppored that the slender, nervoue, frail and
intellectual enthusiast would have outlived
hin brawny fellow prisonsr, O'Brien told

me Manceville's death was entirely due
to his treatment in prison. ‘The a‘ory
reads like a tale of ths inquisition

Mandeville wsubmitted to the aushorities,
but refused to wear convict garh, and to break
hia will they put him on bread and wat:r and
solitary conficement for weeks ; but though he
sickensd be wou'd not yield. They inade
reversl attempts to steal his clothes, bu! failed.
Finally the governor and six warders attackel
him in his cell one night, bound him down and
tore and cut all his clothes off. He wrapped
himself in his sheet, and, being still on br.ad
and water diet, walked his c-ll eteadilv for 24
hours to keep warm, &% it was midwinter.
Then they took the sheet from him and he put
on the prieon clothes. He lost 5 pounds weight
in priron and has been broken down in health
ever since,

O'Brien does not propoge Mandeville’s death
shall pass unnoticed. He asked in the House
whether the cause of hia friend’s death was to be
investigated by the Government, and, upon re-
ceiving no sstisfaction from Balfour, gave notice
that he would take the opinion of the House on
the matter. 'This meaus ona brilliant speech, at
least, for O'Brien is deeply moved, and iv a
most wonderful speaker when moved,

There have been rumors for two days that
Mr. Pargell war t> be proceerled against for
high treason. They were absolutely baseless,
however, The fact is that, on the con‘rary, he
propases to take one day at least discussing hia
right of iuvestigation by parliamentary com-
mittes, He waa refured such an investigation
and thereupon gave a notice of motirn for 'he
appointment of the desired committes, The
Government wish the matter dropped, so far,
at leasy, s8 Parlinment i econcerned, as they
are exceedingly nervous over any propseition
that threatens to waste time. The extension of
the session is becoming almost inavitable, and
if the present mitting ia not extended a month
or two o.er the regular time, an autumn term
will be unavoidable,

Loxpoy, July 11.—Yonr correspondent talk-
ed with Sir Morrell Mackenzie at dinuoer about
the report which the famous specialisb has just
read. Sir Morrell has nob yeb decided what
form the reply will take, nor, in fact, whetber
he will make any reply at all, but asked me to
simply say that the statements concerning him-
self aro a tissue of faleehoods. I have reason
to believe that, though the subject was not
mentioned by Sir Mormrell  Mackenzie,
he bas in péieparabion. an elaborate work on
the great case of which he had charge. The de-
tails tu ba made public of his contemplated
book will demonsirate the incapsacity of Drs,
Bergmann and Lraman g0 conclusively as to ir-
retrievably ruin their pr.feasional reputations,
In fact, Dr. Mackenzie, though determined on
publishing this work for the beneht of medicine
ab large, had decided after A thorough consider-
ation for these rival physicians upon_postpon-
ing its publication until after their death,
Whether he will maintain his charitable resolu-
tion under the circumstances is & question, I
imagine he will not. 8ir Morell will be in-
fluenced in his deocision whether he shall
reply categorically to the German doctors
by the will of the Empress Victoria, who
is anxious that her husband’s memory
should be left ab peace, and would dislike any
prolonged discuseion as to his malady. The
friends of Sir Morell Msckenzie are highly ip-
dignqnt at the charges prompted by professional
jealonay, and reply with a degree of vigor ex-
ceeding that of the Germans. It is flatly as-
serted that Bergmann apprared &t the consulta-
tion preceding the operation in a state of intoXi-
cation 20 apparent as to call for an observation
from the Empress, Again, it is declared that
once in chauging the canula Bergmann so

ossly ‘blundered a8 ‘to miss trachean, and
‘orced the metal tube iato the flesh of the nack.
This blunder was discovered by ths English
doctors then present. Bergmana did not have

.another opLortunity of attempting to insert the.
canulo, although after his mistake he devised a
lan for inserting firat into the trachea a rubber

tube, which should act as a guide for the metal,

the canula to be passed over it, and tho rubber
tubs was thed to be withdrawn, Itis plan that
th» last is not yet heard of che Empernt’s case,
and that professional rivalry will bring about
revelations a8 interestiog to the public as to
the medical fraternity.

Pants, July 13.—Cleneral Boulanger and
Premier Floquet fouglt a dve} st ten o'cleck
this morning as a resu't of yesterday’s quarrel
at the Chamber of Deputies. The duel took
place in the §arden of Count Dillons country
place nt Neuilly, Ihad o fine view of thewhole
affair, tbanka to the friendly branches of a tree
into which I had scrambled, after scalicg the
Count’s garden wall, a8 I was pot invited to
attend the duel. Boulanger was accumpanied
by Lieherisse and Lairant. Floquet was secinded
by Clemenceau and Perrin, The duel lasted
ouly four minutes., Boulanger seemed to ba
excited and pervous. He made several passes
at Floquet, who was pale and equally excit-d,
and who did not seem to be ap e¢xpert swords-
man, Finally Boulanper made & desperata dash
1t Floquet, who thrust his sword outaud held
it so rome instaute. The General was run
through the neck. Ho stageered, clasped his
hand on the wound, and fell unecomscions in the
arms of Leherisee and Lairant, Thedoztor pus
some baandages about his throat to stop tne flow
nf blood. The General was immediately carried
away. 1 ecould learn nothing definite about his
injuries. The affair was kept a profound secret
to all, News of the duel is not yet circulated
i1 the etreets of Purie.

LoxnoNn, July 13.—The public interest in the
medical combat over the body of the late Em-
peror Frederick has been greatly augmented by
the receipt in various places and from different
sources of startling sbatements concerninw the
present position of the Emoress Victoria, These
statements ought to be 1neredible, bub they nen
not, atleast tuany of those familiar with the way
thioga are carried on st the military conrt of
the military kingdom of Prussia. There is gen
eral belitf here that the quarrel between the
doctors will become the subject of internatinnal
inquiry before itends. When the ression of the
Kronrath was called, however, there wan g-n-
«rs] pricking up of ears, This very unusual

procecding  became more  interesting  when
1= appeare that its seAsion directly
¢-ncerned Empress Victoria. What transpired

during their call upon her noboly knows. In
the meanwhile the organs of the Chance!lor’s
prtv, or ** Reptile prees” ag it 18 now called,
kept up their bitter and brutal attacks on Dr.
Mickenzie and the Fmpress, claiming that
Irederick had no right to the throne, and that
ns accesaion was due to unlawful mancuvering,
and that he himeelf was dec=ive 4, and tha: the
Geiman people had been sham-fally tricked by
an English woman and an Ioglish doctor.
Tieir lusert charge, which is bitterly made, is
that the letter which caused Puttkamer's resig-
nation was written b:> Schrader, the head of the
Fretsinnige party, covied by the Empress, and
rigoed by the Emp ror, through her influence,
in his Iast momsnts of coasclousness. Outside
this ja the question of Victorin’a setile-
ments a8 ex Kmprese, These will be mubi-
ficent under Jaw and custom. If, how-
ever, her husband's nccupancy of the throne
was illegal, and if, aathe ¢ reptile press” have
not been slow to claim, she and Mackenzie were
guilty conapirabors of thwarting I'rederick’
desire with a money object in view, then her
abtatning an ex-Empreeds allowance will be
doubtful. However that may be, her enemies
are in power, and are bitter to the last depree.
Bismarck’s action is simply brutal, as all vulgar
snd mal'gnant attacks of the Cancellor's organs
{]qu«t be permitted if they are not fostered by

im,

Mr. Smith has compromised himasif apd his
position rather seriously by his cavalier treat-
ment of Lord Salisbury's bill reforming the
House of Lords, PPerhaps no leader in the
House of Commons ever made such an ambi-
tious mistaks. Lord Salisbury wanted his bill
passed, and expected it to be passed, but Smith,
while the debate on the bill wns proceeding in
the Lords, asaured the Commona that no attamps
would be made to pass it. When Lord Saha-
bury heard what his lieutenant had done he told
the Lorda it waa needless to discuzs the mearure
any further, as Mr. Smith 1n Paria had aban-
d.med it. Rumara were flying about that Mr.
Smith would resign. This last blunder has
filled the cup to over-flowing, and Lord Salis-
bury’s patience was ab aa end. This, no doubt,
is premature, but it was said seriously by
Unionists deep in the ccnfidence of the Govern-
meanb that Smith could nos remain much longer.
His natural successor would be Lord Randolph
Churchill, but the differences between Randolph
and Salisbury are still too great for immediate
reconciliation.

Lownox, July 16.—The Pope’s letter was read
in all the churches yesterday. It was received
in silence. Observers_could not escapn the im-
pression that tha people el that His Holiness
was interfering in matters nob within his jurig-
diction. Archbisbep Walsh's letter gays it may
seem straoge tbat the Pontiff should condescend
to address the Iriah people as His Holiness has
done in this memorable letter, for he seeks to
justify himself. Th%ipeople desire to be faiih-
ful Catbolics, but if His Holiness bad refrained
from condescending to send his firat letter, they
would have liked it better,

The Pope's letter is kind in tond, expreases
his regret that his firat letter has caused un-
toward excitement, and he deplores the fact
that some have come forward and summoned
the people to excited meetings, whers incon-
giderate and dangerous opinions ave still in cir-
calation, even diaputing its authority, That is
just where the shoe pinches, The Popse’s first
etter has logsaned his hold on even his faithinl
Irish subjects, and there runs through his entire
second letter a tone of npprehenaion. The truth
ia that the Pope went too far, and the Irish peo-
ple think so.

A Berlin correspondent throws some light
upon the story of the Empreas Victoria being
virtually a prisoner. Although not under lock
and key, she is so surrounded by officials and
goldiera of the court 28 to nod be free. It ap-
pears that certain state papers have disap-
peared. ‘They are reports sent from St, Peters-
pnrg, Vienna snd London by the German mili-
tary ttachés there, and these papers were at
Friedrichskron on the evening of the ¥m-
peror’s death. ~They disappeared, however,
next day. Besides this a'certain political testa-
ment by the Emperor Frederick has been sent
to London, and i%8 return is_especially desired.

All attempts to reccver these papers thus far
have been made in vain,. Emperor William has

sent in turn all his ministers to his msther for| |

information concerning thess papers, but noye
have been recsived with the excepbion:of Herr
Friedbora, Mintster_of Juestice, and a friend of
the late Emperor. He was received but cbtain-

ed no information. It waa following his failure
that acceas to the Empress was strictly guarded
and has been so since.

Prince Radolin has been asked to make a last
attempt, and in the event of fina) failure it is
enid that formal judicial process will be brought
against the Dowager Empress to securs the re-
tura of the papers. Princs Bismarck has cer-
tain plans to carry ous, It is knoswn thau
Emperor Frederick's politienl teatament crosses
th'a, and its publication might check his course,
1fe would not cara to be placed before the pub-
lic light as encouraging his son to go directly in
opp sition ty bis father's wishes. Henca his
anxiety to gain control of thoee papers and his

The troopa
robbed us of our posscssivne, and we have
never been compeneated for our Josses,
Without crops and with.ut eeced grain we
huve scarcely been able to sabslar, This
state of sffairs conooy last much longer,. Weo
have no work. The dny of the builalo is
poet and we cannet get sny game,

“ We have written to Gibriel Dumont ap]
pointing him our leader and pledging our-
soives to stand by bim with our last drop of
bload. Woe expect he will come to us and
lsad us out of our terrible diffizultiee, We
theretore want all ol you, our good irlends,
to pray for us and to promise ‘18 every assis-
tance in oursore need. Could you send us
money and give such other asiletance as we
may need ?

" We are preparing for the woret, but if
Gabriel Damont conmes we do not fear the re-
sult. Gabriel would have led us to victmy
lagt time if Riel bad not been here. Lot us
koow as soon ag pusi®le what yoo can do, so
that we may kn:w how to act.”

THE FRENCHB PORT DEFENCE BILL
DISMISSED.

PaRris, July 16.—In the Chember of Dapu-
ties to-day, the credit of 313,400,000, asked
by the Government for the strengthening of
port defences, was diamiszad. Admiral Kranz
urged its oonsideration, It was neceseary to
extend the moles at Oherbourg to prevent
enemies’ torpedo boats from enteriog the port
and blockading the roadstead. The project
had remained on paper since 1882, because
the attentlon of the naval department had
been directed toward the east. M. Wicker-
sheuner opposed the extension of the moles
and thought the beat means of eecuring the
sountry's safety was to increase the Channel
squadron. Admlral Krans replied that the
navy did not fear a call to fight at any time,
but it was urgently necessary that the porte
on which the navy would have to depend for
support should be placed in a atate of
security, The motion to vote for the bill was
defeated by 341 to 143,

Cricauo, July [3—An outline of the case
agiinet the membeore of the Brotherhe:d of
{lugineers ned Firemen accused of complicity
in the dynamite ploy against the Chicago,
Burlington & Quincy rallroad was present-
ed ia court to-day by United States District
Attorney Lwing. Rix of the aceused, Chicf
Biuereisn, Gaoliey, Wilson, Bowles, Brod-
crick and Smith were preseut. The pre-
sentment cnuscd a great sensation among
the crowd «f railroad men, lawyers
and reporters that filled the court room. The
statemert of tie dirtrict attorney waa appa-
rently based largely on o confession made by
cne of the six, Alcx. Smith. The Iaiter sat
apart from tho other defendants end notwith-
etanding tho etlorts of bis brotl:er who was in
court doggedly declined to bo represented by
the Brotherhood attorneys or have anything
to do with thcmn, District Attorney Ewing
said: ¢ I thiuk it will appear from the evi-
denco that on or about Muy 28:h last at the
town of Ik, four or five miles from
Aurora, there waes a dynamite cartridge
placed upon the track of the Chicagv, Bur-
lington & Quincy road and oxploded. The
vvidenco will show that a few days prior to
