Developing Countries

Developing countries will benefit from concessions exchanged
in the MIN by the main participants on an MFN basis as well as from
direct negotiations, some of which remain to be completed. - A number of
developed countries, including Canada, have already implemented concessions
on "tropical products" of particular interest to developing countries. 1In
addition to the understandings reached about the application of certain
of the provisions of the GATT vis-a-vis developing countries, special
and differential treatment has been provided for them,where appropriate,in
the non-tariff agreements.
