Dear Ambassador Williamns,

I have the honour ta refer ta recent
discussions between officiais of our two Governments in
the Working Group established pursuant to Annex 705(4)
of the Canada-United States Free Trade Agreemuent on the
Levels of Governinent Support for Wheat, Oats and Barley.

I have the further honour ta propose pursuant
to paragraphs 5 and 6 cf the Annex that our Governments
agree ta add certain new prograus to Schedules i and 3
of the Annex and to correct one omission in the text, as
set out below:

(a) to include under Sohedule 1 l'United States
Goverinent Support Progjraus", Part A "Direct
Pàyxnents", the foiiowing prograa and agreed-to
methodology:
