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INTERNATIONAL HYDROGRAPHIC BUREAU

ARTICLE 15

In accordance with the provisions of article VIII of the Convention, ti
Bureau shall undertake the scientific and technical activities necessary for t·
attainment of the objectives of the Organisation.

ARTICLE 16

For its relations with the Bureau, each Member Government shall designal
an official representative, preferably the head of its hydrographic office.

ARTICLE 17

The Bureau shall keep in close communication with the hydrograph.
offices of Member Governments. It may also correspond with related scientif
organisations of Member Governments, provided that it informs the officii
representative of the Government concerned (article 16 above). Furthermoi
it may correspond with similar bodies of other Governments and with inter
national organisations.

ARTIcLE 18

The Bureau shall bring to the notice of the hydrographic or other coir
petent offices of the Member Governments any hydrographic work of an inter
national character and problems of general interest that it might be useful 1
study or to undertake. It shall strive for the solution of such problems or th
undertaking of such work by seeking the necessary collaboration betwee
Member Governments.
