Mr. BROl)EUR. The Frenchi language
ivas aholislied la 1892.

Nic. MONK. 110w can imy lion. friend
say that when lie knows tUis is flot the case.
The pcoceedings of the legisiative assemhly
rnay lie lield lu Englisli but does my lion.
triend mean t say that the use of the
Frenchi lanuage fin the conrts and else-
wliere as provided by the statute is imot l
force?

Mr. LEMIEIIX. t will answer nmy lion.
friend. The British North America Act
section 33, is as follows:

Either English or thc French lanuage may
be used hy any persan in the debates ai thc
flouses of the parliament off Canada snd off th-~
flouses oi the legisiature of Qnehec ;and bath
those languages shahl be nsed in the respective
records and journals ai those flouses; and
either of those languages may be used by anyPersan or iii any pleading or pracesa in orissuîng irom any court off Canada establshed
nnder this Act, aud iu or irom ail or any afthe, courts of Quehet,. The Acts off the parlia-
ment ai Canada and of thc legisiature off Que-
bec shahi bc priuted sond puhlished in bath
those languages.

There [s îîotling else hli the Britisli Nortli
Anîcrica Act concecnilig the laliguage, or
concerniîîg tie records or proeeedings lu the
conrts of Canada.

Mr. MONK. My bau. friend wlio is au
able lawyer knows perfectly well that that
article is not the article we are discussing
liere. We are discussing a law at presenit
in force in the Nortliwest Tecritories wbich
18 going ta renuini in force after the pro-
vinces are erccted and in existence. We
aire discnssmng that law whicli is !l force
to-day. I amn not asking the remedy of a
grievaace, I am asking for a constitutianal
provision iu the new provincial charter for
the mainîtenance of wbat exists.

Mr. LELMIEJX. Does my lion. friend ce-
fer ta that law passed liy this parliament
lui 1877?

Mr. MONN. Yes, sectioni 110 of the re-
vised statutes.

Mcf. LEMIEUX. _My lion. friend is flot
serions, lie cannot be serions. 11e knows
I)erfectly well tInt this parlament lu 1890
at tue suggestion Of Sir John Thompson
gave to the legislature ut the Nartbwest

Mr. LEMIEUX.

Tercitories tlie righit to abolisbi the dual
sys teni andt it was so abolislîed in tlie ses-
sion of 1892. Tlierefoce it does not exist ho-
day.

Mr. MONK. M.Ny lion. frieud must really
pardon me, we mlust malte this clear. Tis
is the lawv to-da'y, Section 110 cevised sta-
tutes:

Either thc English or thc F'rench language,
amay be useit by any persan in thc dehates ai
thc counicil ai legisiative assemhly off the Terri-
taries and in the pcaceedings betore the courts;
sud bath tOst, languages shahl be nsed la the
records sud journals off the said caunicil ar
sscmbly; and ail ardinances made under this
Act shahl bc printcd in bath thase languages.

The assembly lias acted trader tlîat law
but does my lion. friend say tliat tlie legis-
lative asseuîbly liaving decided that its pro-
ceedings siould lie iii Englisli, the use of
the, Frenchi larîguage [s totally al)olisbed in
thre Nortliwest Territories? Is that what
my lion. friend contends?

3fir. LEMNIEIJX. No, I told ry hon. frienit
al few,% moments ugo tliat the opinion given
îY .Sir John Maîcdonald, was tlîat even if the
legisiature of tlîe Northw'est Territories
wvonld abolisei thie diral systein as regards
tlie proceedings of tue courts sucli ordin-
ance of the' legislative asseml)13- wvould bie il-
legal andi coulit le disallowed. Sic jobuîi
Muredoualil relleit on section 133 of thie Bri t-
isi Nocth America Act lu saying that.

Mfr. IR. L. B'ORDEN. The ceosons may
lie mis tue lioni. gentleman stated, but 1I lii vEo
iooked into this sornewliat carefully and I
arrivett at the conclusion tOut thie Act of
1877 xus înadified onily iii onie respect by
n liat toolc place iu 1890-92, namely. tiiot the
legislature of the Northwest Tercitories was
given authority, by resolution or otherwise,
to regulate its pcoeeedings aînd pursuant to
that tlie legisiature of the Northwest Ter-
ritories aliolisheil thie use of the French
laîîgnage lu its proceeedings and in the re-
cording of its cesolutions. Apart from that
the Act of 1&77 is as iucli in force in the
.Northwest Territories to-day as It ever lias
been.

Mc. FITZPATRICK. The effect of the
ordinance applies to the use of tue Ian-
guage !l tue legislative asseinbly, but nat
lu the courts.

Mr. R1. L. BORDEN. Quite so.

3fr. LEMIEUX. I shahl conduite by say-
îng tliat tlie motion ai the hon. gentleman
was presenteit ly bila not witli the hope
that [t woulit be aitopted but with tie ex-
pectation that lit woulit create sorune agita-
tion lu our province.

Mr. BERGERON. I do uwt-think that my
hou. frient lias eaUd suything whicli wll
niecessitate nîy taking up muli aof tlie time
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
