Mr. Macdonald: This property will be used
for the construction of a medium security
institution when another institution of that
type is required in the province of Quebec.

4. Each new member of the guard's service
is required to complete a recruits training
course of three months period. After that
course, the new employee is submitted to a
three months probation period. Besides, every
member of the guard's service must follow
every year a training period designed to teach
him the new penology systems.

5. The construction of a medium security
institution was undertaken at Cowansville,
province of Quebec, at the cost of approxi-
mately $6 million.

6. That site was chosen for the following
reasons:

(a) The site is far enough from Montreal
to provide the required security and close
enough to permit easy access to professional,
medical and social resources.

(b) The site chosen is located, near Cow-
ansville, in a region where no housing devel-
opment is anticipated for a period of 50 to 75
years, because Cowansville is developing
rather in the direction of Dunham, province
of Quebec.

(c) Public utility services are provided in
adequate quantity.

(d) The road system and transportation
leading to the site are adequate to facilitate
visits for the inmates' families.

(e) Six (6) neighbouring municipalities,
situated within 15 miles of the chosen site,
total a population of 50,873 (1961). Those
conditions ensure a source of continuous
manpower for custodial services as well as
administration. The services of professionals,
such as physicians, dentists, psychiatrists,
psychologists, social workers, teachers and
chaplains are available or can be obtained
from adjacent centres.

(f) The city of Cowansville has elementary
schools and high schools, hospitals, Roman
Catholic and Protestant churches and all civic
facilities which make possible the development
of family life. That factor becomes important
if it is wanted to get the continuous services
of a qualified staff.
