Hon. Paul Martin (Secretary of State for
External Aff airs): Mr. Speaker, it would not
be accurate to say that we were having con-
sultations about calling a conference on the
law of the sea under the auspices of the
United Nations, but the government is con-
sidering along with certain other countries
the possibility of a conference that would
cover such matters as conservation.

Mr. MacLean (Queens): Mr. Speaker, I
should like to ask a question related to the
previous question I asked the Secretary of
State for External Affairs. Is it the inten-
tion of the government to ask parliament
during this session to ratify the four conven-
tions on the law of the sea, to which Canada
subscribed and which I believe are now i
force?

Mr. Mertin (Essex East): Mr. Speaker, it is
not the intention of the government now to
ask for ratification. My hion. friend is, of
course, referring to the continental shelf
convention?

Mr. MacLean (Queenas): Yes, Mr. Speaker,
and to the living resources of the sea.

Mr. Martin (Essex East): As my hon. friend
knows, Mr. Speaker, the continental sheif
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convention is one of four conventions signed
by Canada at the conclusion of the law of the
sea conference in 1958. It has flot yet been
ratified by Canada. It was feit best to ratify
the four conventions together. However, I
can point out to my hion. friend that it is not;
necessary to ratify the continental sheif con-
vention in order to exercise the rights which
are recognized in the convention. These
rights are, in general, part of international
law and Canada has continuously exercised
them.

As far as ratification of the four conven-
tions is concerned, there are technical aspects
which have been under examination and we
hope to have a clarification of these very
soon.
