In view of the fact that the
Porter Commission suggested that these
financial institutions be declared near-banks,
and that the Bank Act be amended to bring
them within the purview of the federal gov-
ernment, is the minister giving any consider-
ation to introducing such legislation in the
bouse?

Mr. Benson: I do not think the Porter Com-
mission referred to the kind of institution
that was involved in the takeover we are
discussing.
