not changed very much as he says. It reads as foiiows:

The primary meaninig, as a technical parliamentary tcrm. of "procedings" ...
is somne formai action. usually a decision. taken by the House in its collective
capaciîy. This is naturally cxtended te the forms of business in whîch the House
takes action, and the whole process, the principal part cf which is debate-

As debate lis the principal part of lit, it does mean that
"4proceeding" may have other parts to lit, nameiy ail other
actions which may be taken by Members, such as voting,
presenting amendments, presenting motions, etc.

An individuai Member takes part in a proceeding usuaiiy by
his speech but aiso by various kinds of formai action, such as
voting, giving notice of a motion, etc., or presenting a petition
or a report of a committee, most of such actions being time-
saving substitutes for speaking.
