PRAYERS

A Message was received from the Senate informing this 
House that the Senate had passed the following Bill to 
which the concurrence of this House is desired:

Bill S-7, An Act to authorize federal trust companies 
and loan companies to increase the monetary limit of 
their borrowing power and to issue subordinated notes.— 
Mr. Turner (Ottawa-Carleton).

Mr. Marchand (Langelier), a Member of the Queen’s 
Privy Council, laid upon the Table,—Copies of Report 
H40001 of an Aircraft Accident to Sabreliner CF-BRL, 
February 27, 1974, at Frobisher Bay, Northwest Terri­
tories. (English and French).—Sessional Paper No. 301- 
5/205.

Mr. Pelletier (Hochelaga), a Member of the Queen’s 
Privy Council, laid upon the Table,—Copies of letters, 
dated between May 28, 1974 and October 24, 1974, ex­
changed between the Minister of Communications and 
the Ministry of Transport and Communications for the 
Provinces of Ontario and British Columbia, regarding the 
field of communications, together with Press Communi­
qué, issued following the Fifth Communications Minis- 
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ters’ Conference held at Toronto, Ontario, September 30- 
October 1, 1974. (English and French).—Sessional Paper 
No. 301-5/10.

Mr. Macdonald (Rosedale), seconded by Mr. Jamieson, 
by leave of the House, introduced Bill C-32, An Act to 
impose a charge on the export of crude oil and certain 
petroleum products, to provide compensation for certain 
petroleum costs and to regulate the price of Canadian 
crude oil and natural gas in interprovincial and export 
trade, which was read the first time and ordered to be 
printed and ordered for a second reading at the next 
sitting of the House.

The text of the Message and Recommendation of the 
Administrator pursuant to Standing Order 62(2) in rela­
tion to the foregoing Bill is as follows:

His Excellency the Administrator recommends to the 
House of Commons a measure respecting the administra­
tion of interprovincial, export and import trade in petro­
leum and petroleum products; to provide in the manner 
prescribed out of moneys appropriated by Parliament for 
the payment of import compensation to eligible importers 
for defined petroleum but provided that the amounts re­
quired to be paid from January 1, 1975 to March 31, 1975
