INSTANTLY KILLED
AT LEVEL CROSSING

W. J. Beaver Watked in Front

of Passenger Train at

GATES WERE CLOSED
Death Calls Three Residents
of Ward Seven—Other

News.

Stooping under thé gates at the level
Bloor street crossing of the C.P.R. and
Grand Trunk tracks about 10.30 yesterday
morning, Willlam James Beaver, a, young
Irishoman, 21 years of age, walked ai-
rectly in front of an east-bound G.T.R.
passenger train and was instantly killed.

The young fellow, who, with his brother
James of McCaul street, came to -this
country from Ireland but nine months

ago, was an employe of the Canada
Bread Company, whose works at Dun'g:g'
and Bloor streets are cloge to the rail
cressing.’ During the eariier part of the
morning he obtained leave to go back to
his boarding house at 117 Perth avenue
for something he had forgotten, .and it
was on his return to work tl\mt he met
death. i

Hurrying along B‘:oor street, a paorl_?n:g

Dangerous Crossing,

This is not the first fatality which has
occurréd at this level crossing. The
provided are maintained by both railway
companies, and are of the usual double.

A single short-arm crosses the
sidewalk at both sides of the crossing,
but these are little used, as pedestrians
seldom. regard them as a barrier, and,
pushing them up or crawling th
them, as the unfortunate young Beaver
did, continue on their way. te-
man is powerless to prevent this. Bloor
street is a very busy thorofare at this
point, and it would require a large force
of watchmen {f every pedestrian were
prevented from pushing the gate aside
and running over the tracks tp gain a
few minutes.
