ROUMANIA OBDURATE

Will Not Pefmit Ammiuhition
to Pass Thru to
Turkey.

MILAN, July 27.—Telegrams from
Bucharest report-that the Roumanian
Government still catagorically refuses
to allow all munitions for Turkey to
traverse its territory. The Germans
were 80 sure that Roumania. would
yield that they have forwarded thou-
sands of wagon loads of war material,
which is now congesting the Austrian
railways on the Roumanian frontjer.

; Caveat Filad.

This communication, known as a
Caveat, recited that in view of the dif-
ferences understood to exist between
the two governments =s to the prin-
ciples of law applicable tn prize
ccurt proceedings in cacses involving
Amoerican interests, anl in order to
avoid any misunderstanding as to the
attitude of the United States, the Bri-
tish Government is informed that the
Amer.can Government would insist
vpon the recognition of the rights ‘of
American citizens uniler the prineiples
of international law as hitherto es-
tablished, governing neutral trade in
time of war, without limitation or im-
pairment by order in council or other
municipal explanation by the British
Government, and would not recognize
the validity of prize court proceed-
irgs taken under the restraints im-
posed by British municipal law in de-
rcgation of the rights of American
citizens under international law.

Conforms to International Law.

The British rote, delivered yester-
day, is understool to set forth that
the order in council does not trans-
grees the rights of neutrals as laid
down in international law, tho~it is
admitted that in some respects the
application of the legal principles is
new. In view of these sweeping ob-
jections by the United States to the
order in council made in the caveat,
the British Government feels, it is
understood, that this phase requires
special treatment at this time.

One feature of the British note is
understood to Jdeal exhaustively with
the right of a country to blockade an
enemy thru neutral ports. That the
United States, in case it should be
plunged into war with a European
country, outside of the British
Isles, never could successfully maintain
a blockade so ‘long '‘as the enemy
country could receive unlimited sup-
plies across the borders of an adja-
cent country, is rogarded by the Brit-
ish as a fact whieh should be consid-
ered in dealing with the effortito cut
off supplies being received by Gers
many thru Swedish, Danisk and Dutca
ports. :

Metamoros Case Does Not Apply.

The decision of the United States
Supreme Court in  the Metamoroas
case during the civil war, where a
similar right appears to be denied, is
held by Great Britain not to
apply to the present conditions, be-
cause at the time, except at Browns-
ville, there' was practically no way for
supplies landed in Mexico to reach
confederates states overland thru Texas
because of a lack of inland transpor-
tation facilities, which now exist.

Lest there should be eventual dis-
agreement as to.the right of the Brit-
ish Government to detain vessels and
cargoes under ths order-in-council.
and, failing a diplomatic adjustmenrt.
it is pointed out by British officials
that American interests may safely
be trusted to the special international
tribunal provided for in the arbitration
treaty bLetween the United States an.
Great Britain, which, the British hold,
was intended to deal with just sucil
issues.
